Moral Uplift Story Branded-
as Maliciously False

WILL DEIJATO A RETRACTION

Women Employes of Bureau of En
firravlnjf and Printing Hold Mass
Meeting and Name Committee to
Obtain Redress Strong Statement
by Mrs Valesh and Director Ralph

Never has scandal or hinted scandal
In a government department brought
forth tho storm of protest denunciation
and denial that greeted the appearance-
in a New York newspaper and a

morning rewspaper of an article
bearing the caption Seek a Moral Up
lift and telling of immorality among
women employes of tho Bureau of En
graving and Printing

From every quarter volleys of protest
have arisen The workers themselves
their chief Joseph W Ralph members
of Congress and of the National Cfvic
Federation of Women wrathfully

yesterday that justice be done
and the slurs cast on women wage
earners In the Bureau be retracted and
an apology offered

The National Civic Federation of
disclaims any knowledge of having

said that fifty women in the bureau had
been found to be lacking In moral quail
ties and their discharge would be sought
Officers of the local Federation also
emphatically deny authorship of the ar-

ticles and demand that they and thalr
organization be absolved from blame

Cruel und Unwarranted
It is undoubtedly the most cruel un

warranted and outrageous attack upon
the characters and reputations of work
Ing girls I ever saw In print and such
highhanded reckless and wholesale
charactersharking should be roundly
condemned front one end of the country-
to the other declared Representative
Charles G Edwards of Georgia last
night

Eva McDonald Valesh vice presi-

dent of the National Federation of
Women and organizer of the womens
union in the bureau said last night-

I never heard of such an outrageous
attack upon defenseless women I nevor
before knew a rewspaper to publish an
attack upon the moral character of any
individual or number of individuals
without the slightest proof to substan-
tiate It In any way

The union of Bureau employes will
meet at 399 oclock this afternoon in
Typographical Temple when they will
formulate plans for bringing suit against
the newspapers printing the story They
will also pass resolutions demanding re-
traction n both the New York and Wash-
ington newspaper and will discuss plans
for forcing the publication of the name
of the author of the statements con-
tained in the story

The story printed yesterday morning de-
clared that the National Civic Federation
of Women had planned to give entertain-
ments and benefits for the women em-
ployed In the Bureau of Engraving and
Printing When it was time to issue in
vitations the article declared the benev-
olent women found that many of the
employes were not worthy of their assist
ance It was further printed that the
federation had appointed a committee to
investigate the immorality said to be in
existence and would ask the Secretary of
the Treasury to dismiss fifty women

as unworthy of assistance
While the federation denies any knowl

edge of the appointment of a commit
tee or having found tho employes below
the average In morals many persons
still under the impression that the so
ciety Is responsible have expressed them-
selves fqrcibly

Representative Edwards commended Di
rector Ralph for his defense of his em
ployes He then said

A Wholesale Slande-
rI can see no benevolence In such

wholesale slander in placing over TOO

women wage earners under suspicion
and making public such assertions as
this Instead of punishing the alleged
guilty fifty the punishment will descend
upon the whole number as the names of
the unworthlea are not given The
whole force Is slandered by the report
couched In inuendo and Insinuations re
fleeting upon the character and integrity-
of the women wage earners of that bu-

reau
Mr Edwards then spoke of the cruelty-

to the women and said
The person who will seek to destroy

the character or reputation of a man is
bad enough but the person who will will
fully seek to destroy the reputation of a
woman and especially a poor woman who
has little to rely upon but her reputa-
tion is the worst criminal in the world
whether he or she is a member of an

society or not
Mrs Valesh labor worker and officer of

the National Federation denied emphati
cally last night that this organization
had made Investigation as to the morality
iof women employed In the Bureau or
made any charges against them or

the discharge of fifty girls on
that or any ground

Such an assertion Is an insult to every
woman employed in the Bureau of En
graving and Printing declared Mrs

Statements Were False
Mrs Spencer on reading the article

in a local paper Immediately went to
Director Ralph and assured him the
statements were false She also looked
up the welfare committee of thu girls
union and denied the story to them

Mrs Valesh said she had come in per-
sonal contact with nearly every woman
employed in the bureau and had found
them a remarkably fine lot of girls
bright well mannered upright In con
duct and many of them devout church
members Sho said in no walk of life
would the average morality and good
conduct be found so high as among the
bureau employes

The Seek a Moral Uplift story was
the subject of discussion by every woman
and man employed in the bureau last
night All were indignant determined-
to lave full retractions made

When the women first hoard of the
story they hold a mass meeting in the
office of Director Ralph Many men em
ployes chiefs of bureaus and divisions
helped swell the throng

When all were assembled Director
Ralph read the story and then said

This is the most outrageous and un-

warranted slur on the honor and In-

tegrity ot women wago earners I ever
read in an American newspaper

Mr Ralph assured the women of
absolute confidence hi them and said
the thrust at their morals hurt him as
much as it did them He assured them
he would do everything In hi power to
have retractions made and commended
their expressed intention to sift the mat-
ter to the bottom

With the directors sanction a commit
tee was formed to Investigate the source
of the story and force the newspapers
to retract This committee was com-
posed of Miss Louise Dangel president-
of the bureau employes union Miss
Gertrude McNally secretary of the un
ion Miss Edna Hardy financial secretary-
of the union Mrs Anna Shea treasurer
of the union and Miss Belle Trouland
Miss Ada Hudson Miss Sallie Grafflln
and Mrs Eva McDonald Valesh Mrs
Valesh was appointed chairman

This committee was reenforced by
George M Foster chairman of Ute execu-
tive board of Plate Printers Union No 2

and W D Letesler president of the
union

Interviewed the Owner
Tho first act of committee was to

call at the office of Washington news-
paper which printed the story The owner
of the paper was interviewed and promis-
ed to make amends The manager or the
Washington bureau of the New York
paper which printed the story was next
visited satisfaction and retraction
demanded

LEADS TO SUICIDE

Chief of U S Secret Service
in Paris Shoots Himself

COULD NOT STOP SMUGGLING

W E Boiubrldce Denpondent Over
Supposed Persecution by Treasury
Officials in Washington His Last
Cable Reads o Human Agency
Can Stop SninfiTKlinsr of Diamonds

Paris April 17 A stir was created
in Paris late this afternoon by the an-
nouncement of the suicide of William
E Bainbridge chief of the United States
Treasury Secret Service here and
closely connected with the United States
consulate who shot himself at 2 oclock
this morning with a pistol

Bainbridge fcillod himself after several
weeks of despondency caused by what he
considered persecution on the part of
United States Treasury officials His
chiefs in Washington every day for the
past few weeks have been casting re-

proaches at him by cable messages
signed by the chief of the Secret Service
and underlings of the Treasury Depart-
ment It is understood one of these
cablegrams said

In the last eighteen days k CGt worttt
of goods from France has been smug-
gled into New York What are you

Broken by Accusations
He was accused by cable of inefficiency

and neglect of duty and the climax came
on Thursday when the Treasury Depart-
ment cabled that 5000 worth of goods

slipped past the customs officers
without a warning from the head of the
Paris service The message ended with
threats this time as well as repeated re-
proaches Such Is the understanding in
this city

Bainbridge cabled explanations stating
that with Ills six men he was doing his
best In his field which Included not only
Paris but all France He promised to

his efforts but evidently had
a nervous wreck

Bainbridge was concerned chiefly with
the exportation from Paris and the rest
of France of womens gowns and jewelry-
of all descriptions He had reduced to a
minimum the smuggling of Pstisian
gowns Regarding tho smuggling ot

and especially by be ca
bledNo human agency can stop the smug-
gling of diamonds

This was one of Ms last messages to
Washington

sonified but while in Colorado Springs
one day to interest friends in his new
discovery he tanked up and disposed
of his bonanza for saw cash His naiad
fairly crazed with drink and success
Bob jumped on his bronco and rode
through the streets waving his sixshooter
to the air and proclaiming his secret The
next few witnessed one of the big-
gest rushes to the scene of his discovery
that the West has ever seen

Never Touched Liquor After
It is Mid to Womacks credit that he

has never touched a drop of liquor since
those reckless days

Two or three days later when he
up Womack returned to the district

but only to find that the best mining
property bad been located by others

was then literally swarming with
humanity He staked out a claim or two
but they proved to be worthless and
within a short time he was compelled to
go to work at day wages again to make
a living He never complained however
and many times after saving a few dol-

lars went out into the other regions of
the Pikes Peak district intent upon
opening another great mineral bearing
area

One day three years ago just as suc-
cess seemed for the second time to be
within his grasp he was returning from
the hills Sitting alone m a seat of a
Colorado Midland passenger coach he
raised a window leaned against the sill
and dropped off to sleep When he awoke
he tried to lift his arm but there was
no sign of Ute In It He was paralyzed

Since that time Womack together with
his aged father has been solely dependent
