Mb DoRn Hy connltfonal upon
the amount of copy ro Congrew
which was tttroed m late hart night
Only workers in the cemposlng room
aected it is stated The furlough runs
for three days or iH JH Monday

Whether this order is the forerunner
of other sweeping changes in the big
government plant is largely a matter of
conjecture It is governed entirely by
the work which te sent to It is pos
sible that several hundred more may be
temporarily laid oft ia the next few
weeks It is all dependent cope the
activities of Congros for unless work
is sent over from Capitol Hill the sur-
plus employes must be cut for the
Lima from the government pay roll

There are now upwards of 460 employes
of the big plant oa furlough About 300
were the subject of the first order issued
on March 6 directly after adjournment of
Congress and there has been BO oppor-
tunity to employ them since that time

While the furlough which goes into ef-
fect this morning runs only until Monday
it may be necessary to extend it indefin-
itely Officials of the printing offlee state
that work has been extremely slack for
some weeks and that there is little possi-
bility of improvement at the praeeot time
They are unable to Jay their plans ahead
becaMe of uncertainty as to the action
of Congress
