bidden City, the scene of his troubled life,
to the Hwang-Ling imperial tombs, where
amid the fastnesses of the sacred hills the
geomancers guarantee a propitious and
peaceful resting place.

All street crossings were closed by im-
mense stretches of white cloth. A com-
pany of soldiers was stationed at each
crossing, and one soldier detailed to every

house along the Iine of march within
Pekin.

Over the Chinese Legation in this city
is floating the imperial flag of China at
half-staff. This is a final tribute of re-
spect to the late Emperor of China, whose
body was conveyed vesterday to the im-
perial tombs as Hwang-Ling for deposit
alongside the remains of his predecessors.

The long journey to the tombs began at
Pekin, where elaborate ceremonials were
held In the Forbidden City. The body
will be borne eighty miles. Hundreds of
bearers were employed in that task, whils
2,000 troops line the way. It will take
five days to complete the jourpey.

Police Chase Soclalists in Detroit
Streets,

Detroit, May 1.—Backed by 150 police-
men on foot, wielding their clubs right
and left, a squad of mounted pollea this
afternoon effectually dispersed the May
Day parade planned by the local Soclal-
ists, causing for a time a near riot.

The Socialists had gathered in Grand
Circus Park, in the center of the uptown
business district, and in deflance of the
police commissioners’ order carried their
red banner. They rode among the crowd,
nearly running down many. The would-
be paraders tried to disperse peaceably,
but the police chased them, striking at
them with their clubs, wielding the straps
on the butt ends like Russian knouts, and
in many instances throwing their clubs
after the fleeing Socialists.

Buenos Ayres, May 1.—Five May day
rioters were killed and a score seriousiy
wounded In a fray between a group of
anarchists and the police. The anarchists,
it is ciaimed, fired upon the police, who
charged the mob with reveolver and
swords, and a bloody fight ensued.
