The French Ambassador has won for
himself so much fame by his prowess as

dor Juseerand in this book advances the
claim that cricket is a game of French
origin and of Gallic invention Although
this will appear at first sight to all lovers
of the game in the light of heresy yet
Ambassador Jusseraad makes good his
claim and by dint of evidence based on
most coasdentioug and erudite research
proves his ease

He also shows that golf is a Dutch
game and was imported Into Scotland
from Holland by the Scottish trades of
Campvere and cites in support of his
argument a decree of King James VI
placing a heavy duty on Dutch golf balls
The Ambassador is not only an excep
tionally able and successful diplomat of
International reputation who trade
friends wherever he has been stationed
and the leading authority IB France on
English ancient and modern literature
as well as Shakespearean lore but

a practical knowledge as President
Roosevelt often found to his whoa
he was confronted by the French envoy
as his adversary in a spirited game of
tennis In the courts at the White House
