Increase Revenues I y Tax
Through tbe taxation of properties that

have hitherto escaped taxation nearly
1WV have been added to the school

fund for the last current year while the
ad valorem State tax has been greatly
reduced This increase in money has
lengthened the school term throughout-
the State nearly two months enlarging
at the same time the compensation of
teachers and improving the school prop-
erty

Permanent school Improvements have
increased ia value several million donors
In the last year or two One of the best
high school buildings in the State has
been built in Dallas now nearing com
pletion costing 150960 There Is scarce
