Steel Corporation Stops Dealing with
Tin Plate Workers

Notices Posted at the Plttabursr
Plant Warning Employee of

the Decision

Pittsberg L Unionism Is to be
given Its quietus by the United States
Steel Corporation

Notices were posted today at the
various plants of the American Sheet and
Tin Company to the effect that on and
after June 39 the company will refuse
to deal with the Amalgamated Associa-
tion of Iron Steel Sheet and Tin Plate
Workers

The American Sheet and Tin Plate
Company Is the last of the subsidiary
companies of the steel corporation to
deal with union labor

It Is in the tinplate plants only that the
union workmen have held their own The
American Sheet and Tin Plate Company
operates 232 mills when In operation
which means that 15120 men are em-

ployed Of the SOS mills now in operation
131 are operated by union men Orders
have been Issued to start the Demmler
plant at which Is a non-
union plant Most of the independent
tinplate mills are operated by union
workmen

The first day of July of each year a
new wage scale is signed between the
Amalgamated Association officers and
the various tinplate plants The steel j

corporation has never been friendly to
the organization but was in a way com
pelled to put up with the labor
