In connection with the raid,
the police captured three decks of play-
ing cards, one box of beer, and about &
pint of whisky.

She carries a
crew of 360, making a grad total of 3,810
souls aboard when every berth is occu-
pled. The Cincinnati is 608 feet in length,
65 feet in breadth, and the distance from
the water line to the upper deck is &
feet. She is constructed of steel and
provided with double bottoms extending
her entire length. The hull is divided
into twelve water-tight compartments,
making the vessel practically nonsinkable.

The new Jeviathan is equipped with
twin screws, and power is supplied by
two sets of quadruple sxpansion engines,
glving the liner a speed of about eighteen
knots an hour.
