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BLAMES HEINZES
FOR CONVICTION

- Sanford Robinson May Testify
Against Copper Men.

. -

LEFT TO SHIFT FOR HIMSELF

—

The Jury Finds Him Guilty of Ald-
ing in Hiding the Hooks of the
Company, and Sentence Will Be
Imposed as Soon as the Trial of
Arthur P, Heinze Is Finished.

New York, June 24—Sanford Robinson,
who was formerly counse! for F. A.
Heinze and a director in his United Cop-
per Company, was found gullty by a
Jury in the United States Circuit Court
to-day of impeding the administration of
Justice.

The indictment contained three counts,
and it took the jury twenty minutes to
decide that Robinson had been guilty on
the third of these and not on the cthers.
The penalty provided is three months in
Jall, a fine of $500,¢0r both.

In bringing In its verdict, the Jury
made a recommendation for mercy, and
Judge Ray then announced that he would
pass sentence on the lawyver at 4 o'clock.
In the meantime the trial of Arthur ».
Heinze, brother of F. A. Heinze, and in-

i dicted for practically the same offense as
Robinson's, was begun.

There was considerably more trouble
for the district attorney in this case, as
the lawyer, W. Rand. who appeared for
Heinze made frequent objections and
disputed every point, so that little prog-
ress had been made up to the time that
Robinson was down for sentence. When
the Helnze trial had been adjourned, Mr.
Robinson appeared with his counsel,
Joseph Cotton, and with District Attor-
ney Wise spent half an hour In the
judge's chambers.

It was then announced that the sen-
tence would be postponedq untll after the
Heinge case was finished.

The conference held with the judge
gave rise to a rumor that Mr. Robinson
had agreed to give the government mate-
rial assistance as a witness against Ar-
thur P. Heinze to-morrow, one reason for

it being the manner in which the Heinzes
had apparently allowed him to shife fnr}

himself when he got in trouble through
the disappearnce or the United Copper
Company's books. All that District At-
torney Wise would say was that Mr.
Robinson was already under subpoena
to appear as a witness, and would be
one of the most jmportant ones called
by the government.

PASSES INTO HISTORY.

———
Washington Police Finish Inquiry
Into Sigel Murder.

So far as the police of Washington are
concerned, and unless some unexpected
development occurs, the murder of Elsie
Sigel by her jealous admirer, Leung Lim,
the Americanized Sunday school boy of
New York's Chinatown, has passed into

history,

From 6 o'clock last Saturday morning
until 7 o'clock last night detectives at
the Central Office assisted the New York
police in the investigation by following
clews in the National Capital

Detectives Howlett and Pratt were the
first Washington detectives asmigned ro
the casze, and after they started to inves-
tigute the movements of Leung Lim in
Washington, other detectives were detail-
ed, one by one, until the entire Central
Office force was at work.

Howlett and Pratt concluded the work
last night. The other detectives had been
called off the case several days ago, The
routine work has been resumed, and un-
less there are unexpectad developments
the police of this city will have nothing
further to do with the case.

It is thought Leung Lim is hiding on
the Pacific Coast or aboard ship bound
for China, but the police of Washington
have not ceased to scan the faces of
every Chinaman seen in the streets. As
long as the whereabouts of Leung Lim
are unknown to the police, 't is reasoned
he may be in Washington.

CO-OPERATION PROMISED.

Admira] Leutze Alds Commissioners
to Economize Water Supply.

Mrs. Gould’'s Denial.

On her direct examination In rsbuttal,
Mrs. Gould declared that many of the
incidents related by witnesses for the de-
fense had been made up out of whole
cloth, or else highly colored.

Her voice choked as she told how her
husband “guit” her after upbraiding her
before the servants, and she was on the
point of breaking down as she told of
how, after she had lost all her happiness
and the responsibilities had been taken
from her, she thought seriously of going
back on the stage or acquiring a theater
in order to find something to occupy her
time

Mr. Shearn demanded twice to-day that
the defense produce Mary Ellzabeth Har-
rison and Florence Garner, the two for-
mer Bellevue-Stratford floor clerks, whose
stories of seeing Dustin Farnum come
from Mrs. Gould's room about 7:30 o'clock
in the morning have been contradicted by
a dozen witnesses.

Mr. Shearn tried to ser-e them both on
Wednesday, but learned that Miss Har-
rison had ancthier job at the Hotel Bel-
mont, after testifying on Monday,
Miss Garner barricaded herself in a room
at the Knickerbocker, where she works.

Cleveland had written in his, Brenden-
burg's, presence, at the bottom of the
article,

Brandenburg also swore that he was
positive the article produced in court
was not the original, and that It was
probably a copy which he handed in with
the original, He also testified that prior
to the publication of the Cleveland arti-
cle he had not been called upon to prove
that it was genuine, but that after the
genuineness of the article had been ques-
tioned by Mrs. Cleveland he had been told
that Mr. Hastings, co-executor with Mrs.
Cleveland of the Cleveland will, had
“Straightened out the kinks.”

Brandenburg related at length his inter-
views with Mr. Cleveland while the arti-
cle was being prepared, and said that Mr

he had recelved for previous articles.
Brandenburg sald he had informed Mr.
{ Cleveland that he had been taken advan-
tage of by the publishers, and that he
should have been much more highly paid
for his writings. Brandenburg had of-
fered to see that proper payment was
made for future writings by the ex-Presi-
dent.

LED TO MURDER

The next morning, the morning of the
day Chung Sin saw Leung over-the girl's
body, Chu got this letter:

My dear: 1 dom't want you to feel bad because
Willie was here to-night. You know that I love
you, and you ounly and slways. Don’t mind Willie, |
Although he is nothing to me, I bad to see him
tonight. 1 did not send for him,

Your ever loving ELSIE.
Her Owpn Death Warrant.

The officials who are conducting the
investigation have concluded that if
Leung heard about this letter to Chu,
Elsie signed her own death warrant.

The light of the missions was already
balf crazy from jealously, and that let-*
ter to Chu would certainly have finished
bim,

One of the features they worked on to- !
day was whether Leung got news of the |
letter from Yung Dat, a waiter in Chy |
Gain’s place, or from Chung Sin, who |
had been taking money from Chu Gain
while running errands for Leung. They
put that peint up to Chung Sin pretty
hard to-day when they went at him
again, but Chung denied consistently that
he had carried tales between Chu Gain
and Leung.

Along this line the police callea atten-
tion to the two anonymous letters signed
“Ah Tal” (The Chief) that Chu recelved.
These letters were turned over to Assist-
ant District Attorney Ward to-day by
Chu Gain’'s counsel, M. Jesse Harvey, of
120 Center street.

Both were in Chinese, and a rough
translation of one of them, furnished to

a detective on Police Capt. Galvan's staff,
ran like this:

You know what will happen to you ¥ you sre
seen again with Elsie. You will be killed and the
@rl, too. The word has been given,

AH TAL
Warning Not Heeded, .

The police theory is that after writing
these letters, Leung Lim found that Chu
hadn’t paid any attention to them. He

saw Chu afterward with Elsie at the
girl’s house.
Becoming convinced that Eisie's fa-

vors had been transferred to Chuy, Leung
planned the girl's death swiftly, sending
her a message to meet him in his room
at 782 Eighth avenue on the morning of
Wednesday, June 9. It is belleved at
police headquarters that Leung certainly
would have made an attempt to kill Chu
Gain if he hadn’t lost his nerve, after
Elsie's body had been put In the trunk.
In support of that cor sion, the fact
was made public that Leung asked Chu
to call at 782 Eighth avenue three days

before Elsie was killed
Leung went down to the Port Arthur
restaurant all smiles, though he had
been there twice in the week past in a
very different state of mind
Cooes Over Chu,

He cooed over

u, sajd that
made a mistake, and t
dear friend,

he l”.:sd'
t Chu was his|
and asked Chu to visit !.1mi
in his room. Chu was too downy a bird |
to be cavght so easily. He pretended |
friendship, sald that he would call, and|
then very carefully stayed by his own |
little Joss.

This, too, was after Leung had forced !
a signed statement from Chu Gain :E.a:l
Chu didn't believe it was Leung who |
wrote the two threatening letters. Chu |
admiis he made a tactical error in teil-|
ing Elsle Sigel Leung had threatened |
aim. Just like any other woman, sald
Chu Gain to the police when they ques- |
tioned him, Elsie went straight to the
other man and scolded him

The idea that Elslie was protecting Cha
wetted Leung's anger to a keener edge,
the police think, and wes one of the in-
cidents that led to the girl's murder.
Somebody else knew about those let-|
ters—Chung Sin. Chu had been indiscreet |
enough to tell Chung Sin about them and
Chung, playing doubie, promptiy warned
lLeung that Chu suspected him.

Chung Grilled Again.

They gave the brown Chinaman who
saw Elsle dead on Leung's bed his
seventh grilling to-day, going over the
whole ground with him. 1
For the most part, his story agreed |
with what he had sald before, although |
there were several minor contradmtxor_-l.i
The most acute questioning could not
make Chung admit that he helped Leung
kill Elsie. He varled his testimony
enough to say that he had not merely
touched her body, but had felt of her
pulse to see whether she was dead or
alive. There was no heart beat, The body
was neither cold nor warm.

“Allee samee Iunkewalm,” sald Chung
Sin.

Tells How He Got Money.
They wanted him to explain how It

came about that Chu Gain was willin

to lend money which Chu knew was
pretty apt to get into the hands of the
man he hated most, Leung Lim. This
time Chung explained that he had neot
borrowed the money directly from the
manager of the Port Arthur restaurant.

There are several loan companies in
Chinatown controlled by the different in-
fluential mercantile associations. They
are run something on the general plan
of building associations. Every week,
through stated contributions of members,
a company offers a certain sum of money
to prospective borrowers. If a Chinaman
wants to start in business, if he wants to
visit friends in San Francisco, if he wants
to make a sporty splurge with gambling
on the side, he goes to one of the loan
companies and makes a bid.

The man who bhids the highest interest
gets the loan, if backet up by propgr
security. What happened in this case was
that Chung Sin got Chu Gain, a man of
substance, to go security for him with
the loan company. Chung bid a high
rate of interest and got the money.

What Assistant District Attorney Ward
and Capt. Carey couldn’t get him to ad-
mit wes that Leung asked him to procure
the cash. Chung keps on saying that he
borrowed it to go into pusiness with, but

ought to turn it over to Leung.
Leung Sent Telegram.

It was established positively to-day that
Elsie's murderer sent the telegram to the
Sigel family which was received by them
about 11 o'clock on the night of Wednes-
day, June 9.

There had been very little doubt before
that Leung fled first to Washington, but
the identification of the origipal copy of
the telegram proved to the police that

There had been some difficulty in get-
ting tike telegraph company to tura the
original copy over to the authorities. As-
sistant United States District Attorney,
Bakern, in Washington, got an order from
the Federal Court requiring the telegraph
company to supply the information in the
interests of justice.

Compared Handwriting,

Baker gave the telegram to Detective
Van Wagoner, of Capt. Carey's staff,
who went over to Washington to look af-
ter that end of the investigation. Van
Wagoner had with him specimens of
Leung Lim’'s handwriting, several letters,
inscriptions in gift books and note books
in which Leung had written women’s ad-
dresses. The telegram, it was established
in a few minutes, was written by the
same hand that penned the letters, the
inscriptions, and the addresses. Van
Wagoner also located several persons
who saw the Chinaman at the National
Hotel. They described him so accurately
as to leave no doubt that they had seen
the man himeself.
