Progress of Sanitary Science-
Is It likely I asked that this coun

try will ever suffer again from contagious
or infectious diseases which win destroy
thousands of human liveaT

It would be unsafe and unwise to
boast Gen Wyman answered but
sanitary and medical science has made so

concerning diseases has Increased
tremendously within years We
know for Instance that cholera is a
waterborne infection and we have seen
and studied the organism which causes iL
If a ship with cholera were to come to
New York or San Francisco we should
remove the sick to hospitals the other
passengers to detention barracks disin-
fect the ship and all the pipes and
tanks containing water The
germs could not te taken ashore you
see end cholera Would soon be cleared
out on that particular vessel

In the past ebotera usually originated
in Asia The following year it would ap-
pear in European Turkey It would roach
the western part of Europe the next year
and thence in another twelve months
would be brought to the United States

New Quarantine Measure
The situation was so grave that Presi

dent Harrison came to Washington from
his summer home to consult with the
Secretary of the Treasury and the At
tornpy General We bad no national
quarantine law of the name at
that time I wrote an order and

Harrison signed It holding ships
bringing Immigrants from infected re
gions In quarantine for a period of twenty
days The order stopped travel between
Hamburg and the United States because
a wait of twenty days at anchor made
the transportation of immigrants un-
profitable as a business A few veseele
cane and were hold in the bay of New
York may have looked like a
return of tho ancient Venetian

which required that plague ships
be kept at anchor with no help from on-

shore until the disease had run its
course However we had the means of
caring for the sick as well as the vessel
If contagion appeared The next year
Congress enacted a comprehensive law
which although recognizing the rights of
States made the quarantine against dis-
ease a matter of national control We
escaped the cholera In 18B and I am sure
we could do so again

Can yellow fever bo kept out of the
SoutHbrn States

There never has been and there never
will be MO per cent of safety In Quaran
tine Activity and watchfulness will al
ways be necessary However we know
that mosquitoes alone cause the spread
of yellow fever When that surprising
and elementary fact was established the
disease lost all of its mystery and much
of its terror While the germ Itself has

s yet been found we have learned
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that yellow fever Is Infectious only during
tho first three days of the patients ill-
ness If the patient Is bitten by a mos
quito during that period the mosquito Is
in condition twelve days afterward to
bite and infect some one else

Keep Out the Mosquito
Now the best physician In the world

truth the time of infection has passed
Hence It has always been our endeavor
to lay stress upon the importance of

yellow fever tt Is reasonable to
believe that It will never again become
epidemic m this country Screens and
sanitation win atop k and keep It lo-

calized in a single community Never-
theless persons living in those parts of
the country subject to yellow fever should
destroy and prevent the breeding of mos-
quitoes a precaution which is entirety
practicable-

If malaria Is spread among human
beings by mosquitoes cannot malarial
diseases be absolutely prevented I
asked

Certainly All forms of malaria
are carried from one person to an-

other by the mosquito known as the aa
ephrtee which to found te many local-
ities throughout the United States Where
and how malaria organisms originated
we do not know any more than we know
the beginning of the horse sheep or cow
Destroy the mosquitoes the vehicles by
which malaria to spread sad ague sad
chills and fever due to malaria will dis-
appear

War on Insects
Sanitation hi the future will be large

ly a war on insects Bats have the bu-

bonic plague and seas from them con
vey the disease to human beings Mos-
quitoes spread yellow fever and malaria
Plies with their feet and legs a purely
mechanical precese carry typhoid fever
directly to ones kttehfcn or diningroom
Sanitation therefore aril undertake to
exterminate those particular Insects which
are dangerous to bomaa life To reach

quitoes if he win keep everything about
his hove and yard dry But he must
be watchful Even the tiny dent in an
old tin can or la the spouting oa the roof
Is a large enough receptacle for the
breeding of a cloud of those annoying
and poftUferous insects

Typhoid Spread by Contact
What is your theory concerning the

prevalence of typhoid fever
That to a big question a national

question as a matter of fact It was
believed that typhoid fever was a water
borne disease and so It Is But I now
think it Is spread more largely by con-

tact than we have heretofore supposed
Dr Victor C Vaughan of Michigan one
of the commissioners to investigate

fever at the camps of our soldiers
during the war with Spain said he had
believed and taught that 95 per cent of
the disease was transmitted by drink-
ing water During his investigation how-
ever be concluded that typhoid fever was
principally spread by personal contact

The personal contact theory doesnt
mean that typhoid Is infectious like
smallpox that everything in the room of
the patient is dangerous or that the
germ can be inhaled but that the bedding
is very likely to contain the bacilli
through the several operations of nature
and thus get on the hands of nurses
visitors or be transmitted by the hands
of the patient himself from the
sick room or the house may easily take
the bacilli elsewhere in the neighborhood

There has been more or lees typhoid
fever In Washington and Its continued
prevalence has been quite a puzzle
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About four years ago the District Com
missioners requested the public health
service to Join with the health officer in
an endeavor to solve the problem We
appointed a board of experts and so far
have had three reports It was found
that the continued prevalence of typhoid
fever could not be charged to the water
supply There was some contamination
however in the milk sold from certain
dairies In one peculiar instance the cus-

tomers of a single dairy came down with
tho disease In unusual numbers We
learned that the dairy was owned by
woman and that she had much to do

have left their bed and gone about
their usual business or employment Such
persons if they live te vtQagec or on
farms cause sell pollution said the drain
ego from contaminated tend goes into
wells or streams and may infect the
water supply of a locality or city

The house fly is undoubtedly an agency
In the spread of typhoid fever People
do not realize that ales are a constant
menace to the life and health of every
household They are born te manure
heaps and that Is the reason so many
or them are always seen the

home of the average tan City
files are bred under the sane loathsome
conditions Female files deposit their
larva in manure heaps or In piles of
decaying garbage Jii cities garbage Is
not permitted te accumulate consequent-
ly the manure heap becomes a matter
tor close municipal supervision Screens

doors end windows would keep ills
out of houses but laws should provide
that manure from stables be hauled away
promptly or kept in tight bins or freely
treated with lime

And while the people are fighting
flies Gen Wyman said they should not
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overlook the rats Not only are Immense
quantities of grain and other property
destroyed by rats but sixteen years ago
lurking in the dark places cf ships they
carried the bubonic plague out of China
until it spread to every continent and in-

fected fiftytwo Including the
United States We trapped and pois-
oned hundreds of thousands of rats along
the Pacific Coast and proved by labora-
tory tests that large number of them
had the plague

Getting Acquainted with It
Why has appeadidtte become such a

common disease-
It hasnt become a more common die

case than it always has been It Is reo
ogaized now you understand under its
proper name and not by another A
simple case of appendicitis today would
have been dtegnefiol as something clot
twenty years ago

Notoriously so Wymaa an
swered Insanity te Increasing I knew
of but one laze city according to
the statistic K Is decreasing That city
is Berlin in which there is a system of
Insurance against illness and men are
watched and taken to hospitals before
they have a chance to break down A
national association for mental hygiene
has been recently formed and Mr
Phipps the PitUfeurg multimillionaire
contributed money for an inquiry into Ute
subject by Jonas Hopkins
The increase of insanity in the United
States makes it a vital national question

Specifically what is the greatest cause
of disease

Enfeebled health which makes it
easy ror mlcroMc organisms to overcome
the customary defenses of nature We
know that persons may have the virulent
dlploeooci of pneumonia te their

tracts but escape lllnees through
the strength of their cells in keeping the
microbe from becoming active It is
the same to a degree with the bacilli
which cause diphtheria During an epi-
demic men may be walking around who
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have cholera microbes In their intestinal
canals Other men live and work with
the bacilli of consumption In their lungs
If such persons as I have mentioned be
come debilitated or eat tainted food or
live In insanitary places they succumb
Within each human being there Is on
eternal struggle between the gorms of
disease and his cells

If a man were to ask bow he could
keep In sound health what would you
say to him

I would tell him to eat plenty ef good
food wear seasonable clothing sleep
where there is pure fresh air get as
much sunshine as possible keep his sur-
roundings sanitary exercise moderately
maintain a cheerful state of mind and
avoid worry

Choosing n Profession
The father of Gen Wyman coming to

matters which are interestingly personal
was a famous Instructor In St Look
having had large private schools at dif
ferent tines to prepare boys for cotloge
On being graduated from Amherst IB Ms
twentysecond year Gen Wyman was
undecided whether to be a lawyer or a
minister

One day he a friend invited
me to hear a lecture at the St LouIs
Medical College I saw a crowd of stu-
dents in rough clothing some with their
fet against the pillars in the rOOM and
a considerable number of them chewing
tobacco But I noticed that every matt
among them giving dose irte tlon
to the lecture The lecturer apparently
had Just come In from bedside of a
rouatry patient His boots were muddy
end the collar of his coat was turned up
He talked about pneumonia and tbe
purity of his English aRid his familiarity
with his subject showed that he was both
an educated physician and a max of wide
learning

Before the lecture was over I had
derided to be a physician although I
had not previously thought of studying
mdlolne After being graduated from
the St Louis Medical College I
made attending physician at an over-
flow hospital some miles distant la the
vjntry Later I wont to the City Hen

pita where I remained two years Phy-
sicians came for facts concerntnc

my care Naturally I heard their
lectures on such at both of the
medical colleges

Worked for Sanitation-
I wa asked while ta private pine

ttre to assist the physician in charge of
the Marine Hospital who was in feeble
health When he died I came to Wash-
ington passed as examination and was
appointed to the vacancy I spent three
years in St Louts treating men

on river boats There were-
many cases of pneumonia sad con
snmptlon among the firemen who slept
near their boilers Going on deck to
get fresh air they would take cold In
Cincinnati I had a te the Good
Samaritan Hospital and an omee up-

town There I took up the cause of the
river deck hands They slept among
the freight and were often made ill

exposure Afterward as Surgeon
General I obtained legislation better
ing the sanitary conditions of the fire-
men and deck hand as sleeping
quarters and so on

At the end of three years I was
transferred to Baltimore where I

myself in the welfare of the
men employed on oyster boats Thence
I went to New York for a term of
years and incidentally to study hospi-
tal management Meawnlle I had saade
two trips to Europe sad bad heard lec-
tures ta Parts an Vienna I was ap
pslntoa to my present i Ittl

As to dueling in general it came to
i from across the Atlantic but it was

the bloody game of the gentleman of
hot blood to this country for fifty years
preceding the civil war

Dueling originated in the age of chiv-
alry Chivalrous duels however were
seldom fatal as knights fought each
other in hill armor of steeL Neither
did they have any Ananias clubs in the
fourteenth century and it was danger-
ous to fight duels either with lance or
broadsword

In 13SXH i29 years ago a duel was fought
t Westminster England between a

knight and a squire both in full
became so exhausted that when

they closed and fell they had to
from the ground by their seconds

on account of that tired feeling
next day the squire died from exhaus-
tion and the chronicles of the period

Great Tebaoco Mart
Rot aid Bladensburg that was once a

smart town with 13 people has other
renown besides btoodshedding It wa a
great tobacco mart before the War
of the Revolution when the Eastern
broach of the Potomac was navigable
and sloops and ships loaded tobacco on
the docks at Bladensburg to make sail
direct to Liverpool scrods The Atlantic

At Bladensburg still stands as a live
hostelry the George Washington Hotel
that has been kept continuously as a be-

tel for 177 years It to a twostory brick
structure plastered and painted white
with a projecting balcony on second
story and a large board sign swung in
