White a stock broker committed suicide
this morning in a room adjoining his
business office in the Rossor Building on
Main street He had been despondent
and far from well for some time and had
intimated that he would take his life

He reached his offlca at 790 oclock
laid aside his coat and using a pistol he
had bought on the way fred a 32callber
bullet into his right temple with im-

mediate fatal effect He was found lying
on the sofa with in his hand
by his son George White when he
arrived at tho office a littler after S

oclock
Health Bad

Mr Whites firm Arthur White Co
stock brokers represented prico Co a
Baltimore firm ot brokers which was in-

k
dieted in Norfolk yesterday for violating
the Virginia antibucket shop law He
had previously represented Ennia Stop

of Now York recently failed He
was also largely interested in the Star
Creamery of this city

air Whites aot in putting an end to
hte liCe was not wholly unexpected His
health has not been good for some time
and his business affairs have been in
shape which gave him constant uneasi-
ness To some of his friends be had in-

timated that suicide was the only way of
escape from his worries

arose early breakfasted and left
for his office at 7 oclock visibly

and purchased a revolver on the
way At 7 JO oclock a janitor in the
Brunswick poolroom the brokers
office Mud a pistol shot but made no
investigation A coroners inquest heard
the fete and returned la accordance
with them

Once a Ilome Owner
Mr White came to Albemarle about

sixteen yrs ago and began farming
south of the city giving much atten-
tion to horses especially to horse

At one time he owned a string of
twelve show horses which he exhibited
at the various shows in the Virginia
circuit For the past year or so he en
gaged in stockbroking His first busi-
ness experience was had in Baltimore in
the employment of Stein Brothers bank-
ers and brokers on Baltimore street

Plattsburg N Y July 7 President
Taft this morping went to the Catholio
Summer School of Amoriea where hs
made a brief speech to 1000 persons who
were packed into the auditorium-

As the President entered the building
accompanied by his aid Capt Butt
GOY Hughes and members of his staff
Cardinal Gibbons Mgr McMahon presi-
dent of the school and Mgr Lavelle of
St Patricks Cathedral New YOrk the
audience stood up and cheered Every
spectator was equipped with an American
flag which was waved

Mgr McMahon first introduced Gay
Hughes who after speaking for fifteen
minutes presented President Taft The
governor talked about Champlain his
religion and Its influence on the great
things he did

He also discussed the growth of re-

ligious freedom In closing his address
the governor bad high words of praise
for the President When Mr Taft arose
he reciprocated with praise for the gov-

ernor The President laughingly added
that he and Gay Hughes wore this week
going around together making
at each other

The Presidents Speech
Following in part is the text of the

PreeJoonts speech
T think we are reaching a point in title

country where we are very muoh more
tolerant of everything and everybody
than In the past and where we are giving
justice where Justice ought to be given
We are no longer cherishing those nar
row prejudices that come from denomi-

national bigotry and we are able to
recognise ia the past those great heroes
In religious Christian faith and appre-
ciate the virtues that they exhibited and
follow the examples they hews set for us

Religious tolerance te rather a mod-
ern invention Those of us of Puritan
ancestry have been apt to think that

inventors of religious tolerance Well
as a matter of tact what we were hi
favor of if speak for Puritan an-
cestry was in having a right to worship
God as we pleased sad have everybody
else worship God m the same way But
we have worked that out now and there
has been a greet change I am sure his
eminence the cardinal will agree with
me even in the lest twentyJive years
I have personal evidence of it m some
of the work that we bad to do ia the
Phfttpptoes

posed to end representative of the
government to the Vatican to negotiate
and matters arising te a country
like the Philippines between the govern-
ment and the Roman Catholic Church it
would have gfcrea rise to the severest
condemnation and criticism on the part of
those who would have feared some
nradc connection between the government
and the Italian contrary to our tradi-
tions but within the last ten years that
has been done with the full concurrence
of aH rettgious denominations believing
that the way to do things te to do them
directly and when a matter te to be set-
tled that It should be settled with the
head of the church who has authority-

I came to be an exception which win
perhaps stand for many years as the sole
exception of being a representative ef the
United States and the Vatican

There I had the great pleasure of
meeting that distinguished statesman and
Pontiff Leo XIII a man of ninetytwo
whom I expected to ibid rather a lay
figure drooLed the councils of the
cardinals than one solve in control of
the church But I was most pleasantly
disappointed for even at ninetytwo he
was able to withstand an address of
mine of twenty minutes to catch
points of that address and to respond in
a speech tIC some fifteen minutes showing
how fully he appreciated the issue that
there was and its Importance

Motives Appreciated
And now my dear friends I ought to

talk about Champlain and I coId talk
something abont him because I

as highly as one can those motives
that governed him and his high character
as a man and the obstacles that He had
to overcome but when I get up to talk
on any subject I am a little bit the
attitude of the doctor who could cure
and that Is all he could ewe and so he
wanted to throw his patients into that
condition I can only talk about the
Philippines sad that te what I have
done but I hope they have some appli-
cation to the thoughts of the morning

Next came the dashing kilties and ap-
plause for them was redoubled Follow
ing them came the Second Regiment of
the New York National Guard After
these came abotJt 159 G A It men and
all the stand arose to do them honor

About 10000 citizens started on a mad
scramble across the parade ground to
mass themselves in front of the grand
stand They cheered the President re-
peatedly The troops wore massed tar
back across the ground
