Old Plan of Getilng Momney to Pro-

cure Release of Prisoner with
Promise of Substantial Reward
Revived — Russian and Beautifal
Daunghter Form Basls.

Slightly changing the old Spanish “sure
thing game,”” Russian and Spanish con-
fidence men recently made a desperate
attempt to swindle Mrs. Richard Ryan,
at 134 M street southwest, out of several
thousand dollars, left by her husband,
who died about two years ago.
