What Western City Is
to Beautify Itself

ONE TRAVELS IN 3

Old Area Has Houses and
Places Crowded Into Narrow
Space Large Pnrks Bstab-
linlied ZVext Bra Horn of Worlds
Fair Parks In IVevr Subdivisions

St Louis Mo July 10 In the St Louis
area of over sixtyone miles there
Is room for extensive travel From day
to day and year to year many journeys
may be made which reach In Idea from

limits of St Louis into those of scores of
cities and hundreds of growing towns
which will soon be cities that ought to
be tamed for their beauty and famed at
tbe MUM time as typical dtiea of
Southern Southwestern and Western
States

One of many such tourneys made by
the writer for similar purposes
Broadway back to Broadway SL Louts
carried him across the limits of one cen-
tury into another with a line of dlffe-
euce between the centuries so plainly
drawn that no one can mistake It or Its
meaning in the promise of great advance
not only for St Louis but for other
cities of which St Louis will become
typical more and more as it becomes more
and more lit to be followed In tho ad
vance It js making into its own future

Journey Takes Three Ilonr
This journey of three hours was made

with Intention of crossing the lines of
l 59tt ftrst into those of 1S798 and then
into those of 1SW1S The route was first
that of electric bound north and
northwest from Central Broadway It
was then west south and hack to
Central Broadway It took in perhaps
twenty square miles One of its main
points of view with the Idea of two dif-
ferent centuries cornering on it was a
Grand avenue corner of the old fair-
grounds Between 1KB Del UW SU Louts
as a city ratehfcyhave been seen rem this

as a fringe of buildings with
their smoke line following the Mississippi
in what would have seemed then the far
distance with a vast strttch of then un-
occupied territory In what Is now one of
the roost thickly built parts of the city
The era between 13S and ISIS would have
been explained from this same standpoint-
In IMS or 183 by the great military en
campment then outside the city around
the site of these same fair grounds
where after the dose of the civil war
SL Louis made the first advance to
establish its own union with all Its

by inviting all the States of the Mis-
sissippi Valley to the reopening of the
great St Louis Fair

Fair Grounds to Parks
When this history and all that the great

St Louis Pair meant in connection with
Uncloses in entering a new period the
history of the typical city of the South-
west In the twentieth century opens on
this same corner with St Louis now

the work of adding the old fair-
grounds to its park system under plans
which have only to be carried out to
make the whole great area of the old
fair grounds part of one of the most
beautiful systems of public and private
parks in America or Europe

As it Is working out of the life of the
city it becomes more and more a system
of use and beauty because its only hard
and fast control is that of a great Idea
the idea of making a city fit for an in
crejUlng number of workers whose life In
It will become more and more enjoyable
through the presence of the things which
are naturally most fit to be enjoyed

As the public park is place In which
the natural sense of public fitness Is
freest to express itself In beauty the city
which bad over 2000 acres in public parks
at the close of the nineteenth century has
added nearly SOO acres since IfXE and it la
still increasing this acreage by opening
new public home parks not only in Its
new residence areas but in the older and
more crowded areas whose conditions

for a past in which this idea
had not yet begun to control c4ty life

City Twentyfive Park
With twentyfive parks under city con

trol or under its joint control with that
sf commissioners as In the case of Tower

and Shaws Garden the Missouri
Botanic Garden and with playgrounds-
and amusement parks running the total
up to over fifty the city of the present
and future would still have no assurance
of unlimited development beyond that or
the past if it were not for what is certain
to become a continuous development out
of this higher Idea of city life It te a
development to which is no limit of
evolution As already visible in St Louis
It is now In evidence that its future ex-
tension wilt make the typical American
home city of South and West In the

electric age far more beautiful and
more enjoyable the best cities of
Europe during the century or
now i

Tne best feature of the typical modern
city is the private home park the rest
dence park for which St Louis after a
beginning only a few decades back Is al-
ready famous oven Europe whose
critics after seeing what St Louis has
already done have not hesitated to say
that even now it is more beautiful in Its
pew home district than any city of

System Is Xot Complex
The central idea which makes these St

Louis home parks a public system with
a general order controlling and harmon
ing alpof is not complex It can be
grasped at When once grasped It
insures orderly development harmony for
the whole with all its parts and at the
same time entire freedom to follow the
promptings of private good taste arffi the
sense of fitness as they must consult
local needs and local demands

Following the nineteenth century lines
of St Louis as it fringed the river north
and south from Broadway the public
park Is found from point to point If only
at too long Intervals to show that
past had a high sense of beauty What
Is shown also Is that preparations were
made to indulge it on high days and holi-
days as an exception to what was looked
on as the ironclad laws of everyday life
These show in the houses of the past
crowded together as closely as possible
The effort of the nineteenth cen-
tury city was to condense Itself to get ah
Its sleeping places as close as could be to
It working places For its workers home
became a place to go to sleep in to wake
up and to go to work from

St Louis may have shown more excep-
tions to this old rule of American city
building in the past than most cities but
its nineteenth century line Is so plain in
St Louis that no one can it
when ho crosses It into another century
From the grounds corner on Grand
avenue as a starting point an hours
journey out of the century river
districts through century St
Louis and Lack te Broadway gives insight

Home Park Idea Simple
The idea of the home park is simply

that of drawing as fully as possible upon
the vast reserve powers of nature which
can work only ht the open air law the
service of the American city home not
the palatial home only but the city
cottage untfr the openair city of the
future will have hundreds of these private
home part with tasteful private homes
surrounding central areas of trees shrubs
and flowers with statues and fountains
also for those who afford them

With or without these more costly fea-
tures can ward te build twen-
tJeth century homes caaaot afford to ig-

nore tile great opportunity ef buttdtng
around the central home park privets
in the sense that it is the absolute prop-
erty of those who own the homes around

and hold it in common but public in
the sense that when all these private
home perks become features of cuts Hfe
they wilt make the city of the future
beautiful and enjoyable TOyond the Im-

agination of the past-
As this Idea has developed already

probably there are fifty or more of these
typical home parks completed or pro
jected in the city and its suburbs They

belong to St Louis now only as they
belong also to the future Ute of all the
Southern and Western States whose cli-
mate with twothirds of the year fitted
for openair enjoyment makes them typi
cal features ot city development

The idea out of which they are develop
ing is perhaps the greatest single evolu-
tionary Idea in the history of American
city lire It has in it the compelling
strength of fitness in the pursuit of great-
er happiness with all the forces of
beauty in nature in reach to insure its
relaxation The rule for making them
systematic is short Make them fit for
their purpose and they will be systemati-
cally harmonious Make them beautiful
and they will be fit

At the present time Sandersvllle Is en
joying a period of activity especially in
a building way Numerous handsome
residences are being erected

The dairy contains 1300 acres

outer wall is heaviest canvas cloth
which In hot weather is raised to the
roof and lowered during cold weather
The barn floor is cement and is shaped
with inclines and falls so a glass of
water emptied on any part of It will Im
mediately find its way into the sewer
traps under the floor and finally into a
cement vat in the center of the fertilizer
house 309 feet away

Through this system all the liquid is
carried constantly and quickly away

ago Under these circumstances it is
perfectly natural that those who migrat-
ed to that country from abroad reared
families on the Western farms and are
Interested in providing for their children
should repeat the policy of seeking out
farms where frontier prices provaH to
settle themselves and their cnHdrons
families there with the proceeds of the
sale of their Improved estate

While the cheapness of the price and
the fertility of the land are being so as
slducusly agitated among the farmers of
the West of foreign birth or descent
most of hood citizens it is
time for the railroads running to the
South to be as energetic and enterpris-
ing as the roads of the West ham been
There has been a prejudice against South
ern farming that caiTnow be wiped away
