Lieut W H Bevan another eyewitness
who was on the stand yesterday and to
day said that when he appeared on the
steno Sutton was being held down by
Lieut Utley and Sergt De Hart and that
Adams was standing behind them at
tempting to strike Sutton

Adams and Sntton Fighting
When I arrived on the scene said

Lieut Willing I Saw a group of
men Detached from the group were
Sutton and Adams Adams was punching
Sutton

I heard Lieut Bevan tell Adams to
stop beating Sutton I told Bevan to let
Adams beat Buttons head off I thought-
it would do him good but Adams let Sut
ton go when Bevan who officer of
the guard told him to do so and stepped
back Then I saw somebody I dont
know who throw Sutton to the ground

Just then I heard a voice from
me say Roelk r is killed or Reel

ker Is down I cannot be sure which I
turned my head toward Roelker whom I
had noticed lying on the ground as I came
up Just then there was a flash and a
report from direction of where Sutton
was lying on tne ground-

position of Republican Representatives-
who were inclined to be rebellious on the
tariff proposition

From a social standpoint the dinner was

After it was over some cf those who
attended said that it had served to
produce an excellent state of feeling
among the conferees themselves and in
bringing them closer to President
but that beyond that nothing of a definite
character was accomplished

The only political note of significance
was struck by President Taft in stating
Jp his guests that the Republican party
should redeem the pledge it made in the
last campaign te give a genuine down-
ward tariff revision

He talked informally along the lines of
the statement he made the other day to
the twentythree high tariff Republicans
who called on him In the hope of prevent-
ing him from using his influence to have
certain raw materials placed on the free
list

On that occasion the President declined-
to follow the lead of the high tariff men
and declared himself to be In favor of
admitting certain raw materials free
Last night he talked much to the sane
effort but without any Inten
tion of into a discussion of the
issues involved

Customs Court
During and after the dinner there were

some Joking allusions to the corporation-
tax whose unpopularity throughout the

the conference committee room had pass
ed away Mr Tat had been working in
the role of conciliator and had managed-
to bring about a better understanding be-
tween the contending Senators and Rep-
resentatives

Tuesday night went in his motor
car to the apartment house where

Payne lives and took Mr Payne
out for a run in the country during
which they discussed the matters which
had offended Mr Payne and caused him
to leave the conference room In anger

Prior to that Senator Burrows who had
clashed with Mr Payne over the tariff
schedules had gone to Mr Paynes room
In the Capitol and insisted on resuming
friendly relations

The trouble between the conferees was
in a measure a good thing in that it
helped to clear the atmosphere and
brought the representatives of the Senate
and the House to a realization that they
would not progress unless they at
tempted to adjust their differences in a
friendly manner t

The purpose of last weeks White House
dinner was to have a final rounding up
of all conferees with a view to bring-
ing order out of the troubles that dis
turbed their deliberation

President Taft anxious that there
should be no misunderstanding of the
attitude that he assumed and he has all
along been hopeful that a full and free
discussion of what he proposed would
