LATHAM FALLS INTO SEA.

French AV'.(O]: Gets Almost Across
English Channel.

Dover, July 27.—Hubert Latham, the
French aviator, made another daring §t-
tempt to cross the English Channel at
§ o'clock this evening. He succeeded in
covering neéarly nineteen miles of the
twenty-one miles of the Channel, when

he fell Into the water two “miles off
Dover. He was rescued by a torpedo
b“at.

A notable feature of Latham's fiight
was the pace, he covering nineteen miles
in twenty-five minutes. He says he had
a splendid flight from Bangatte until the
accident occurred.

The accident was due to the motor
breaking down, in much the same way
it did when he made his previousg at-
tempt to gross the channel, It falled
very suddenly, The machine began to
fall and seeing that he must go Into the
sea Latham lay down In order to lighten
the force of the blow as much as pos-
sibile

He struck the sea falrly and easily, but
with greater force than on the last oe-

casion, his descent being very rapld,
The torpedo boat destroyer Kscopette

was ten miles out when Latham started
and he overtook her In less than fifteen
minutes, doffing his cap as he passed
over her.
