SCE.NTISTS SHUN LOBBYISTS.

Pure Food Experts’ Work Lauded
by American Delegate,

Paris, Oct. 22—-Dr. Edward P. Shaff-
ter, of the United States Department of
Agriculture, the American representative
who has been In attendance at the pure
food congress here, said to-day after the
closing session: “In spite of the active
lobbying by private interests, the result
of this congress will be a great benefit
the world over.

“I recelved last night assurances that
the lobbying, although animated, would
have no influence as far as the purpose
of the congress goes. It shows, however,
that any international effort to get pure
food will bring about the same kind of
fighting and lobbying as was experlenced
by the congress at Washington during
the pure food agitation.

“Between 1200 and 1500 persons at-
tended the international congress here.
There were delegates from Brazil,

Uruguay, and Chile, and an official rep-
resentative from China, who will prob-
ably return to his country and demand
that pure rice shall not be coated with
parafiin.”
