Dunn retired for thirty years police de-

tective commander in the Wall
street bureau died totoy at his home
34t East Seventyflrs street in his
seveatyefghth year

Sir Johnny as be was known In
Wall street on account of Ms habit of
wearing a top hat cocked a little to one
side a frock coat white waistcoat and
boutonniere was retired two years ago
by Gen Btnghain His daughter said to
day that he began to fan in health as
soon as he dropped out of active He

that h was as useful at sev
entysix as be was at forty

John J Dunn knew intimately finan-
ciers of the put and present and was
very often their confidant in important
matters Among his friends were Jay
Cooke W H Jay Gould Jim
Flak J PIerpont Morgan E H Hard
man Henry H Rogers Thomas F Ryan
James R Keene John W OMen and
many others The little stoetfe was as
familiar a figure in Wall street as any of
the big operators

Native of Dublin
J was born In Dahlia on Nay H 1S32

and came to New York with Ida flsthei-
a leather merchant when he W4W ten
months old His boyhood days were
spent around Stuyvesant Square In
1364 when Fernando Wood was mayor
he joined the old municipal police for

cityChicago was too slow for Dunn an
he returned to New York getting back
on again in 185S He became a
detective in 1873 and was sent down t

Nobody ever saw Johnny Dunn in a
uniform hi the put thirty years Ever
morning bright and early he turned

the ofllce of Watt street burea
always with his silk tile Usually in
the spring fall and winter he adorn
himself with a frock coat hnmaculat
waistcoat and boutonniere hut sonv-
Ura4 in the summer Sir Johnny left th-

frdck coat at home and cane down to
work in a sack coat But ha never
