Plans for Funeral of Woman Who
Was Uuriied to Death

Funeral services for Mrs Ida Geier sev
entyfive years old who was burned to
death will be held from her
home 736 ThJfUenth street nonheast
Tuesday morning Requiem maaa will be
hald at 10 oclock at St Marys German
Catholic Church Burial will be in St
Mars Cemetery

Mrs Geier was the widow of Bernard
Geier She lived alone in the Thirteenth
street house Her daughter Mrs Kelly
lived in an adjoining house When the
daughter went to see her mother about
630 oclock yesterday morning she saw
smoke coming from a secondstory win-
dow Mrs Kelly ran to the home of her
brother Caspar F Geter 1K2 H street
northeast and told him what she had
seen

Geier hastened to his mothers home
and entered He found Mrs Geier life-
less on the hoer of a hail leading to a
bathroom Her clothing had been burned
off In one hand she held a towel with
which she had probably tried to extin-
guish the flames Geier found a bed In
liis mothers room on lIre The blaze was
extinguished by No 10 Engine Company

Coroner Nevitt issued a certificate of
death by accident It is thought the aged
woman dropped a match which she struck
while in bed for the purpose of lighting a
gas stove before she arose to drew

of Cattle Are Passed

A resolution requesting the governor of
Maryland to enter into negotiations with
Secretary Wilson in regard to the testing
of cattle for tuberculosis in Maryland and
asking that such testing be made by rep-
resentatives of Maryland and of the De-
partment of Agriculture acting together
and that cattle which may be condemned
be paid for at prices which will fuUy
rwompense the owners for their loss was
adopted at a meeting of fifty farmers and
dairymen of St George County Md
held at the office of J Ray Jr in
the Columbia Building yesterday

Another resolution favoring prompt con-
sideration and action by Congress on the
ubject of eradicating tuberculosis of cat-
tle was also adopted It was thought
that any action authorized by new legis-
lation or taken under existing law should
place owners of cattle in all States and
Territories and in the District of Columbia
on an exact equality
