Protesting in strong terms against the
corrupt system of suffrage by which po
litical bosses rule the ballot of the Amer-

ican voter Bishop Cranston In a sermon
delivered yesterday morning at Foundry
Church Intimated that snob corruption
was due to the idea of church and gov-

ernment in contrast to the spirit of
Protestantism

The Protestant idoa of government
Bishop Cranston said taught that self
government is the Ideal to be desired and
realized That liberty Is absolute within
the domain of love but that love is so
perfected that every one should love God
supremely and his neighbor as himself
every Individual must bo held to account
for wrongs done his neighbor and that
for this end civil government exists not
to give to any one man tho power to
prescribe law in his own interest or In
his own glory

Man IB Subordinated
The papal government on the other

hand he said subordinates tho indi-

vidual exalts one man to lord over all
others centralizes all authority in him
for time and eternity centralizes loam-
ing where It has the power supresswr
doubt and the spirit of inquiry denies
individual right to Judge in matters of
religion and morals Thus it stands for
monarchial government in its most ex-

treme form
The young American with his first

ballot knows the meaning of it It is the
instrument and evidence of his sovar-
eignity He justly feels that his first
vote records an epoch in his life He

one of the guardians of American
institutions and of civil liberty He goes
to the polling place to find his now dig-

nity discredited and bedraggled A drink
of whisky votes In front of him a boss
protected repeater or a soulbonded in
strument of ecclesiastical autocracy
comes behind him equal in voting power
with himself

In the name of the men who won the
privileges of American citizenship with
their lives and the men who cemanted
these States with their blood I ask what
becomes of the government of the people
by the people and for the people when
one saloon keeper can plump fifty votes
on that young patriots ballot when a
political boss can vote 5Qfi times to
Abraham Lincolns once or an arch
bishop 180000 times to Bishop Hardinss
no vote

Influenced Many Votes
Lincoln Influenced many votes but not

by the methods of Dean Tweed The ole
quence of Simpson and Beecher held
many voters to their allegiance during
the black days of 1SI2 fWd 1868 but not
by ecclesiastical authority Why should
any distinction be made between tho
classes of men who buy or sell votes No
one will deny the political bow is the
foe of popular government I eccle-
siastical boss to be lauded for devotion to
our free institutions because he takes his

reward for helping the party In legisla-
tive currency or administrative power

If the Protestants must choose be
tween the ecclesiastical hucksters they
will take the boss as the less dangerous
for two reasons He dees not pretend his
traffic Is a holy one and second he may
be brought to bar without the indictment
being quashed as a sectarian document
It is time for some voice to be speaking
the thoughts and fears of millions ot
Americans who love their native land for
its own sake and have no Interest In
party spoils

To destroy confidence in the ballot as
the expression of the free and imelltgdnt
verdict of the people is to make an end
of democratic government and is there-
fore treason to the republic

Argument will be begun before the Su
preme Court this afternoon on one of the
most Important cases that that tribunal
has ever been called upon to decide the
case of the United States Government vs
The Standard Oil Company of New Jer
scyThe

decision In this case together with
the decision to bo handed down In the
tobacco trust suit will define the meaning
of the Sherman law more pre
cisely than It has ever been defined be-

fore and will lay down the principles
that will guide the government officials
in the application of the law to the great
business interests of the country

The vast amount of capital Involved in
the present case and the personalities
that are to participate in the proceedings
before the Supreme Court have aroused
large interest in Washington and It is
expected that many will not be able to
gain admittance to the Supreme Court-
room

The demand for seats was so groat
that admission by oard had been decided
upon but the Supreme Court objected to
this and now it will be merely a ques-
tion of getting in line and those who
are there first will get the seats Many
lawyers from outside cities have como
to Washington to listen to the arguments

In view of the importance of the case
Attorney General Wickersham will per-
sonally appear for the government He
has been in Now York City for more
than a week preparing his part of the
argument He deemed the case so im-
portant that he left his office work here
and went to the New York Bar Associa-
tion whorl ha GOuld carry on his prep
aration undisturbed by other official
business

governmentdepartments are not suitable
for the purposes for which they are

Speaking during the debate on the leg-

islative executive and judicial appropri
ation bill Representative Burke said-

I have had occasion to visit some of
the offices connected with the Treasury
Department in buildings other than the
Treasury Building and it seems to me
that the buildings are not suitable for
the purpoies for which they are being
used I certainly hopo that the time is
not far distant when authority will be
granted and appropriations provided to
erect buildings suitable for the trans
action of the government business not
only to save the rent but in the interest
of the employes of the government as
well as tho safety of the flies and public
records

Buildings that are veritable fire traps
and a reproach to the government
are being for purposes of aceommo
dating clerks and storing public records
It buildings must ba rented for the ac-

commodation of the clerical forces I tun
In favor of resting fireproof
quarters In addition to protecting the
lives and promoting welfare of its

the government would get a-

bettor service by housing them In mod
err sanitary buildings with wholesome
environments

It is false economy to pursue the
present course sad Congress should not
by parsimonious appropriations or other-

wise be a party to its continuance

Will Teach Precautionary Measure
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in Many Cities
The Red Cross Society has decided to

mako an important extension of Its work
of mercy In the future it will not only
devote itself to relieving distress but will
endeavor to prevent suffering by teaching
precautionary measures The society has
employed Dr M J Shields to organize
firstaid courses among minors At pres-
ent Dr Shields II In Western Pennsyl-
vania

To supplement this work the Pullman
Car Company will donate to the Red Cross-
a special car fitted out with an exhibit of
firstaid equipment and miners safety
devices It will be sent from mine to
mine with Dr Shields and a representa-
tive of the Geological Survey to demon
strate firstaid methods and the use of
safety devices

Instructions In first aid will ba extended-
to trainmen A textbook for trainmen
and miners will be prepared by the Red
Cross an abstract of which will be
translated into a number of languages

Flrstald courses for city police and
firemen are being organized-

In Now York and other cities special
seamen courses in first aid have been or-
ganized Navy medical officers whoso
experience best fits them for such train-
Ing are donating their time to the work
Courses will be extended to industrial em
ployes In large factories

The Y M C A Is cooperating to bring
these instructions under one national sys-
tem and joint certificates will be Issued
to those who have passed satisfactory
examinations

Firstaid courses for Chinese have been
established in San Francisco and relief
columns of drilled men have beer or-
ganized In Brooklyn and Chicago for ac

The United States tariff officers pre
sented official statistics showing that on
Imports from Canada Into the United

In the fiscal year 1909 the average
ad valorem rate on dutiable and free
imports was only 112 per dent and on
dutiable imports was 194 per cent On
the other hand It was shown that the
Canadian average ad valorem rate on free
and dutiable Imports from the United
States was 125 pet cent and on dutiable
Imports 240 per cent The total duty col-
lected by Canada on all imports from the
United States amounted to 22500090

It was also disclosed that the material
reductions made by the PayneAldrlch
law on Canadian imports Into the United
States were not understood In Canada
On the basis of the fiscal year quoted
the reduction amounted more than
1000000 equivalent to a reduction of

nearly 10 per cent A part of the year
quoted was one of industrial depression
but on the volume of business which-
is already shown for the present year
the reduction will prove to be much
larger
