WOMAN IS KILLED
WHILE INSENSIBLE

Elevator Crushes Patient in
Hospital Under Knife.

New York, March 17.—Mrs. Anna For-
sell, of 512 Forty-fifth street, Brooklyn,
was crushed to death In an elevator in
Seney Hospital this afternoon as she
lay unconscious just afier an operation
had been performed. 3he was caught
between the couch on which she was be-
ing transferred from the operating room
to a ward on the first floor and the ceil-
ing.

The operating room i{s on the ground
floor, and after the operation the patient
was placed on a rolling couch and taken
to the elevator. Alfred Taylor, an or-
derly at the hospital, was running the
elevator, and when he tried to stop at
the first floor he found that he lacked
about six inches of the level. He got
out and, with the assistance of Miss
Edith Darrell, the nurse in charge, tried
to lift the couch out of the car. Taylor
saw that it was too much for him and
reaching into the elevator, caught hold
of the starting rope.

He pulled it too hard and the car shot
up so fast that before he could reverse
the motor it had gone to the celling and
the patient was caught between the couch
and the edge of the wall

Miss Darrell, who had remained in the
car, trieq to stop the elevator, but was
not familiar with the mechanism. Her
screams and the crles of the orderly
brought dgpetors and nurses, Taylor
grabbed the rope after the car had passed
above his head and brought the elevator
down again,

Taylor was locked up on a charge of
homicide.

FAIRBANKS HOME
ON FAST VOYAGE

Patten Among Mauretania
Passengers.

New York, March 17.—-The great Cu-
narder Mauretania arrived at her dock
this evening at 11:50, thus winning the
distinction by a light margin of actually
landing passengers on Thursday after a
passage over the long southerly route
from Queenstown. She beat the record
over this route (her own) by twenty-six
minute, her time being four days, fifteen
hours, and twenty-nine minutes, at an
average speed of 25,91 knots. Only about
one-fifth of her cabin passengers elected
to leave the ship. Among those who pre-
ferred to stay aboard was former Vice
President Fairbanks. He presided at
the concert on Wednesday night, and
made a little speech commendatory of
the seamen's charities, to which the pro-
ceeds of the concerts are applled. His
fellow-voyagers said he was polite, but
not communicative.

The three met, and
after one of them had played Chopin's
“Funeral March” all drank poison and
died, They left letters saying they were
tired of life. Fifteen other sulcides, most-
ly girls, were reported te-day,
