When Watson Davis twelve years old
was introduced as orator on the subject
of Conservation of natural resources at
the Y M C A oratorical concert last
night he was greeted with uproar
Although he was a little speaker with a
big subject he wears a badge to prove
what he did to

The nations of the world today are
unscrupulously dissipating their resources
by lack of scientific knowledge and

said the speaker He was not able
to proceed for minutes because of
the applause but he calmly held up his
hand quiet and resumed

No doubt you have observed my fol
lowcitizens the wide publicity which has
been given to this momentous question
and many of you I dare say have
drawn some good and lasting lessons
from Withal however 3ou are giving
the subject but a superficial examination
and I urge you to follow me closely not
merely because I want to convince you
of my oratorical ability but chiefly be
cause I want to call you to arms In the
Interest of your poeterlty

After dlslncumbering himself of all this
argument young Davis waded into Ute
scientific subject and his discourse would
make Gifford Pinchot and Secretary Bal
linger marvel

Davis was not the only orator Ran
dolph Shaw sixteen years old won first
prize by his discussion of Merchant ma
rine and Eugene Powdermaker

Former Commissioners of Indian Af
fairs Victim of Pneumonia

Native of Maryland Handled Chero-
kee Claim Involving 94000000

Served in Union Army

Robert Vinton Belt for years assistant
commissioner of Indian Affairs died at
his home 1S48 Biltmore street northwest
yesterday afternoon from pneumonia
after an illness of two weeks

He was called the great white father
by tho Indians and was an intimate
friend of former Secretary of the Interior
Noble and Senator Klrkwood of Iowa
He was recognized as an authority In
Indian trestles

Mr Belt was a native of Anne Arundel
County Md although his father was a
large slave owner and a Southern sym-
pathizer young joined the Union
army After the war he was given a
position in the War Department where
he served until Garfields administration
when he was appointed assistant commis-
sioner of Indian Affairs He held this
office until Clevelands last administra-
tion when he resigned to practice law
In the prosecution of Indian claims be-
fore the Department of the Interior

While engaged in private business he
handled some of the largest claims that
have over Dome before the government
One of those was the Cherokee claim
Involving 4000000 In this case Senator
Owen of Oklahoma was associated with
