BALTIMORE CONFERENCE ENDS

Surprise at Closing Session Caused
by Presentation of a Memorial
Bishop Wilson Announces Full
List of Church Assignments Fer
Changes Made In Washington

The surprise of the closing session of
Baltimore Conference of the Southern
Methodist Church at Mount Vernon Place
M E Church South yesterday came In
the presentation of a memorial appealing
to the general conference of the church
to enact such legislation as will hereafter
prevent the appropriation of church funds
for the benefit of educational institutions-
of which they are not the owners

Action was precipitated by a discussion
between C M Armstrong trustee of the
RandolphMacon system vhich antici-
pates availing itself of the benefits of the
Carnegie Foundation by declaring Itself
nonsectarian and Dr Collins Denny

Previous discussion failed to make dis
position of the subject and it was

that action had been killed so far
as the conference of 1910 was concerned
The memorial wastdopted with but few
dissenting votes This leaves the dispo-
sition of the matter to the general confer-
ence of the Southern Methodist Church
which meets at AshevIHe N C

The memorial requests the conference
to take such steps as needed to
obtain to our church all the educational
institutions built up by the wisdom
and gifts of the church and to settle

beyond cavil the ownership and control
through boards of trustees of educational
Institutions so far as the law of the
States will allow the church to own and
control these institutions
