Dr Brnento Espinosa in RcxculnR
Child Is nUn Over by Machine

Ambnlmicc United on Scene

Speeding automobiles and roller skaters
along Pennsylvania avenuo last evening
resulted in an accident from which Dr
Ernesto Espinoea a fourthyear student
in the medical school of Georgetown Uni-

versity barely jbscaped with his life
A hurry call had been received at the

Emergency Hospital stating that a man
had shot himself at the Brunswick

B street northwest and tho ambu
lance dashed down Pennsylvania avenue
When nearing Fourandahalf street
Jesse Williams the driver had to slow
up on account of the number of children
on roller skates that Impeded his
progress

As he did so Dr who was on
the ambulance called his attention to
two automobiles ono on either side cf
the ambulance keeping close beside it

Hotel-
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At almost the same Instant one of the
skaters a little boy stumbled and fell
in front of one of the automobiles

Brakes were applied to both vehicles
and they were brought to a standstill
the lad having had the presence of mind
to straighten out and permit the vehicle-
to pass over him without harm

At the same moment Dr Esplnosa who
is a native of Porto Rico and is twenty
throe years old sprang from the side
walk in an effort to roach tho boy Ha
was knocked down by the other automo-
bile and catching of the front axle
was dragged for ten feet when his
strength gave out and letting go his
hold the vehicle passed over him the
rear wheel striking his head but not
passing over it

He was placed in the ambulance and
hurried to the Emergency Hospital where
it was found that beyond several contu
sions of the scalp injuries were
bruises about tho body and face

The man for whom the ambulance was
called proved to be Dune Williams
twentytwo years old who had been HI

for several days and In a delirious condi
tion had fired the pistol and then thrown-
it from a thirdstory wlnaow The bullet
only produced a slight flesh wound that
was dressed by the physician wno has
been attending him

Ernest Dante chairman of tho commit-

tee submitted the report which recited
whet the committee had done in pur-

suance of the motion creating it at the
Novembor meeting of the Chamber its
views or plan of action being embodied
In a resolution declaring that the forma
tlon of a central body was desirable that-
a meeting bad been called by representa-
tives of the cltlaens associations on April
Is and recommending that the Chamber
appoint a delegate and alternate to at
tend the meeting

Members Oppose Project
No sooner had the report been submit-

ted than strenuous opposition appeared
to the plan proposed It found expres-

sion first In a speech by Charles W Darr
who painted and magnified the danger to
the body by dojng the thing recommend-
ed Mr Darts chief objection was based
on the Inequality of representation in the
proposed central body

John Dolph followed by Just a vigor-

ous a speech in favor of the proposition
saying that he had sees the operation of
such a central committee of civic bodies
in other cities which were doing a great
deal of good in giving expression in a
formal way to the sentiment of the com
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munity
Henry H Glassle and E Y Worthlng

ton spoke in disapproval of the proposi-

tion Mr Worthington putting It upon
the ground that the Chamber was organ-
ized for commercial and industrial pur
poses and had nothing to do with ctvic
matters as such George W Sullivan also
spoke against the adoption of the report

Shannon iJefcndd Plan
William E Shannon father of the

movement made a ringing speech In Its
favor defending it against criticism and
declaring that whether the Chamber par
ticipated in the movement or not the
citizens would form the proposed body
and work it he believed to success Mr
Shannon intimated that inside of a year
the Chamber would be knocking at the
door of the larger and more influential
body and begging to come in

Chaptn Brown called attention to the
provision of the constitution which allows
of subsidiary bodies being formed in the
Chamber of Commerce to carry on their
specific work and suggested that
cltlsens should form the proposed body
in the Chamber itself and voice its opin-

ion on public questions through that
channel

C C Lancaster favored the motion to
adopt and spoke at some length in Us

About this time the pariUuneatary trou-
ble began when Xr Dank moved that
the motion to adopt the report be laid

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upon the table This was put to vote and
carried Then it was discovered that a
meeting had been appointed for April
and a motion was made to offer the
rooms of the Chamber to the citizens
and a long discussion followed as to what
attitude the Chamber should take toward
that meeting It was finally decided that
the chairman of the committee of fifteen
should attend the meeting of the dele-
gates and Inform them that the Chamber
was in sympathy with the formation of
the central body but that its constitu-
tion prevented participation in it end
that the Chamber stood ready at all times
to cooperate in matters affecting the
public welfare

Before the report of the committee of

fifteen was submitted Percival Brown
submitted a recommendation from the
committee on schools adverse to the
Peters bill changing tho authority over
public education from a board of educa
tion to the District Commissioners Mr
Brown made a spirited defense of the
board of education and Its acts and his
report and recommendation wero unani-
mously adopted

Joseph Strasburger submitted a report
from the retail trade committee urging
tho board of education and the principals
and faculties of private schools and col
leges to buy their supplies and such othor
articles as they might need of the local
merchants on the ground that these mer-

chants generally place advertising In

school papers programmes and other
publications which was adopted

Would Stop Capital Punishment
J Miller Kenyon reported from a sub

committee of the committee on law and
legislation adversely upon legislation
pending in Congress providing for the
substitution of electrocution for hanging-
In executing the capital sentence upon
criminals convicted of murder The re
port condemned the proposed change
spoke strongly against capital punish
ment in any form and contained a rec-

ommendation with an accompanying bill
to be introduced in Congress substituting
life imprisonment for capital punishment
in the District of Columbia

Albert Schultlas submitted a report on
