Furs will have to be put away
for the season, and it is well to put them
away in as good condition possible,

either from layinz some article upon it
or from crushing, the best method of re-
moving such marks is to thoroughiy
dampen the fur. When possible the dry-
ing should be done out of doors, so the
alr will aid in the process.

In no case should Furs be placed near
a fire to dry, because each little hair is
furnished with a tiny mite of oil and this
is apt to dry when the fur i{s placed in
direct contact with heat, For this reason
alone furs should be placed in cold stor-
