This sounds sweet to our ears but Is it
so How can women flatter themselves
h speaks truth while tho comic supple
jncnt flourishes in our midst

For it is a publication presence of
which in the home and In the hands
children is largely controlled by women
and the comic supplement Is a force
which makes for lawlessness debauched
fancy Irreverence and I that the
chairman of the programme at whose re-

quest this paper written did me a-

very ill turn when she compelled me to
wade through the Inanity and vulgarity
of the Sunday supplement from Phlla
d lphla to San Frandsoo

With the end in view of speaking Intel-
ligently and with the forlorn hopo that
come glimmer of true comedy might
found to temper an already disapprov-
ing frame of mind I did what several
others have done who have been called
upon to lift their voices In protest against
this innocuous sheet I secured copies of
the Sunday supplement from all parts of
the United States and I spread them out
upon the floor and I made what
carpet of hideous caricatures crude art
and poverty of Invention perverted
humor obvious vulgarity and the rudest
coloring And that is the carpet upon
which children of the United States
play every Sunday mornln the new
children hour as Mr Scheftauer has
aptly styled it

We pride ourselves upon our national
snse of humor and we are throttling It
in the coming generation as effectually as
may be As one magazine editor points
out Americans have suffered many
stupid things to go on but nothing must
Boom to foreigner so at variance with
American sagacity and good sense as the
cutting down of our forests to make wood
pulp for the vulgarisation of the children
of our country We are exchanging our
noble woodlands for cheap and tawdry
sheets with no redeeming feature of wit
humor good sense or wholesome

It is true two or three of the pioneer
ideas in the comic supplements were well
handled and that they were speedily
taken up by dramatic hacks and turned
into plays argues that there must Ijave
boon a glimmer of an idea behind them
But the idea was thin and speedily be-
came attenuated and a crop of cheap
and vulgar Imitations is tho harvest
thfreof

Have you seen the socalled comic
supplement Doubtless some of you
have not although mayhap you give
it into the hands of your impression-
able children In It you will find a dls-
tressng poverty of Invention the glori-
fication of tne selfHraflicient kid the

the uptosnuK type of children
the worst of the all too prevalent

type of forward child The child who
lives by practical Joking is found in its
pages and the one to whom nothing Is
reverent nothing can awe Its so
called fun consists chiefly in making
game of old people who are always the
victims of the young hero and seemingly
imbecile In their inability to counter the
resource or marvelous ingenuity displayed
by the Smart Kid some wretched animal
or harmless individual is being ill treated
or torn to shreds parents are hood-
winked or their authority is

awful females travesty the mar-
ital relation grandfathers and grand-
mothers are outraged

Meant ns a Joke
When children figure In the supple-

ment they are invariably shapeless In-

sane caricatures of the funloving mis-

chievous bubbling sane American boy
nnd girl And all this is in order that
our children shall have their little joke

Do you wonder then whore boys ac
quire the spirit of lawlessness and Irrev-
erence Or how It 1 possible for the
average girl to possess so precocious a
mind and so extensive a slang vocabu-
lary We give it them every Sunday
Mere is a sample of one paso chosen at
random Soak him one for me cut it
out Rats Get the hook Right
trli it to aint
loco furioso are you I love my tamale
bout oh you smelt

So much for the vulgarity or the inan-
ity of the language as you chooso to
view it and what of tho art Crude vio-

of artistic tooling or ability to carica-
ture cleverly

It has been pointed out by many edu-
cators as a biological and psychological
law that tho natural tendencies of most
children to mimicry and Imitation show
decided leaning toward wrongdoing
These children aro also quick and recep-
tive to a degree and do not know the dif-
ference between wholesome and vulgar
fun good and ovil beauty and ugliness

Influence of good drawing and coloring
we glvo thorn distortion and crudity
says Mr Bok for sound sweet humor
which is droll or kindly we offer them a
quality of caricature and exaggeration

1000 the Herald published the following
editorial Eight months ago tho Herald
abandoned Itscomic supplement in

of growing dissatisfaction It had
no difficulty in finding substitutes for its
colored pages Not only has the aban
donmont been praised by social and other
organizations and Individuals whose In
torost Is general but the approval from
tho homes into which the Sunday Herald
enters has been the most convincing evl
denco that a colored comic Is not essential
oven to the amusement of children It Is
an unfortunate estimate of tho American
people that assumes that the grosser and
lower is the most popular Wo believe it
worth while to recognize a different
standard of popularity The demand for
the comic is overestimated

The foregoing ft Important in
the common fallacy that the public

demands such amusement as tho supple
ment affords or that the public enjoys
the stult which II printed and It can
be said advisedly that the professional
standing of a presentday paper can and
should be gauged by its attitude toward
the supplement

Exactly so Wo heartily agree with
the gentleman that a comic supplement
which suffers none of the aforementioned
delinquencies would bo no violation either
of newspaper ethics or juvenile require-
ments

Other Fields of Humor
There is a broad field for humorous

struction Consequently the designers
are lotting their Imagination run riot in
the use of colors and materials in this
seasons gowns

Thorn I a revival of many of the old
tlmoy silks and one is amazed to find
tho most stunning afternoon and evening
gowns fashioned of soft chiffon taffetas
and even the old surah silk delightfully
sott and crushable but with the same
pretty twill of longago days This last
mentioned material is charming in the
new Paisley tones forming the lower por-
tion of a bodice with yoke and sleeve caps
of black satin and with a wide band of
satin holding In tho fullness of the skirt
at tho lower edge The brilliancy of the
colors In the Paisley surah is veiled with
black chiffon adding a quiet dignity of
tone which would make it becoming even
to an elderly matron It is not unusual

The lull finished silks guiltless of lus
tre are much liked and their present

of the silk in making gown of this
typo at home if you wish to have It very
now in style make tho band at the lower
edge slightly narrower than the upper
part of your skirt Many of the skirts
measure only a yard and three quarters-
at the lower edge This is an extreme
width and probably you would prefer it
less exaggerated in which case you could
make It as much as two and a halt or
threequarters Inlet a few gathers at
the side and back at the belt It hi
always prettier and better dressmaking
to attach band trimming to a dress with
a fine cording or an edge or a bias band
You could give a new note by making
the cording in a different color for in-

stance if you are using a polkadotted
silk In blue and white with plain blue
silk trimmings make your cording of old
rose lettuce green or brilliant cerise pink
Although the designers are combining
many colors in one gown all softened
and subdued by a transparency of chiffon
one indeed needs to be an artist to dupli-
cate these colorings and a saint in pa-
tience to try tc buy them in the average
shop It is wiser to attempt the simpler
combinations and if you wish to veil
with chiffon buy white or light gray and
take It to the dyers with a sample ofyour material

Now that taffeta hag been firmly ea-

tablished it Is being used in the most
attractive ruehlngs puttings quillings
and tucked bends The quillings are
delightfully oldfashioned looking and
very becoming when used on the new
narrow skirts A charming dress for
a young girl for garden party wear was
mado of dotted white silk mull over
pink taffeta The bodice was a sim-
ple full affair with a draped fichu
edged with deep plainted Valenciennes
the right end of which was drawn wen
over to the left side of the front fasten-
ing over a girdle of draped pink taf-
feta with a plainted rosette and long
sash ends of chiffon The silk mui
overskirt was slightly full held in

knees lower edge and half way
in between with full quilling or taf-
feta The short sleeves and low square
neck were edged with a wide band of
the wide lace in a very girlish and pretty
manner This design would be charming-
in dotted Swiss or net or in a simple
bat tote If one wishes to have a less ex-
pensive summer frock Then you would
probably like to save on the lining and
put the extra money in another gown
in which case you could use a soft silk
muslin instead of silk you have no idea
how charming this material is for a
foundation lining In sheer materials until
you try It

Buttons are used quite frankly In fas
toning many of the new dresses They
are not so tiny that they slip the holes
but sensibly large to hold securely It
gives one a decided feeling of relief after
