A BIG TERMINAL

President Announces Plans
for Baltimore Harbor

Pittsburg May 3LOver 5000000 will
be spent by the railroads Interested In
the extension of the Western Maryland
for a large terminal at Baltimore and for
the elevawtlon of the tracks approaching-
the city according to a statement issued
by B F Bush president of the Western
Maryland In Pittsburg today

The company expects to handle a largo
amount of freight at that point as the
result of the alliance made by the com-
pany with the Plttsburg and Lake Erie
The company is negotiating for the pur-
chase of two piers to give the company
good docking facilities and in this direc-
tion the company will spend over 410000

docks of the company are to extend
Into the river over 400 feet and some of
the largsst boats that come Into the Bal-

timore harbor will be able to load freight
and coal at this point when the plans
of the company are completed

The company now has between 16000
000 and 17000000 to Its credit and this
added to its coal lands along Its right of
way which within the next few years
will be worth 600 an acre making it one
of richest roads of its size In the
country

With the connecting link bttllt the
Plttsburg and Lake Erie will have a di-

rect right of way to the seacoast and will
be able to handle freight at a lower rate
than any railroad on account of the
shorter haul of the company

DIES OF APOPLEXY

ExTreasurer of the United

States Passes Away

New York May 81 Charles H Treat
former Treasurer of the United States
and formerly active In New York County
politIes died early this morning of apo-

plexy at his apartMftiit In the Hotel Vic

toria Mr Treat was sixtyeight years

oldHe
was born In Frankfort Mo the

son ef Henry Treat and Abigail Treat
Treat the latter a daughter of Col Ezra
Treat of Maine and thus from both
parents be was a direct descendant of
Robert Treat who was for thirtytwo
years to the deputy and royal
governor of the colony of Connecticut-

Mr Treat had a conspicuous business
and political career in Delaware He es-

tablished two large wood manufactories-
at Georgetown upon the occasion of his
advent In this State In 1S77 His indus-

tries were but they did not
prove successful notwithstanding he ap
plied himself to their management with
tremendous energy It was frequently
said of him that he was ahead of the
times

Mr Treat took naturally to politics and
was always In demand at Republican
meetings In 1888 he was the Republican
candidate for Representative in Congress
Despite large Democratic majority on
the Congressional tichet Treat was an
Important factor lu securing at that elec-

tion a Republican legislature which sent
Delawares first Republican United States
Senator to Washington In the person of
Anthony Hlggins of Wilmington-

In the latter part of the eighties Mr
Treat loft Delaware and went to Balti-

more where he carried on a manufactur-
ing business for a few years In 1S92 he
moved to New York City and while
continuing his business interests he soon
entered actively Into the local politics of
the city

oH was made Treasurer of the United
States by Mr Roosevelt in July 1005 and
held that office until last July

Mr Treat was a member of the Union
League Club of New York a director of
the Grant Monument Association of New
York a member of the West Side Repub-
lican Club and one of the board of gov
ernors of the Republican Club He was
married to Miss Frances Emily Huxford
Ihey had three daughters
