Congress is now ready to put through
the LodgeClllott bills authorizing tho
retirement of Associate Justice William
H Moody of Massachusetts on full

bills were reported yesterday from
both the Senate and House committees
on judiciary The Senate hill was called
Tip Immediately In that body by Senator
Clark but objection to its consideration
except by a full membership being raised
by Senator Bacon It wont over until
today when It will again be called up
and passed The Glllett bill wu unani-
mously agreed upon by committee and
reported by Representative Clayton of
Alabama a Democrat It Is planned to
pass it Monday under suspension of the
rules

The Lodge bill was amended by the
Sonata committee so as to reduce the
period of option granted Justice Moody
from sIx to five months This is re
garded as a delicate hint to the justice
that an immediate resignation under
the permission contained In the act
regarded as advisable by the Senate It
Is probable that the House bill will be
amended to conform with that of the
Senate

At the meeting of the Senate Judiciary
Committee yesterday there was a long
but informal discussion of the principle
Involved in the retirement of Justice
Moody and of the Important question of
tho appointment of his successor

Senate Position Stated
It was the consensus of opinion that It

would be far better if Mr Moody should
retire immediately The opinion was ex-

pressed that no man appointed to the
vacancy on the Supreme bench should
take his seat in advance of confirmation
and a very decided although informal
opinion registered that if a recess ap-

pointment were made and the appointee
should take his seat before Congress as-
sembles in December he would not be
confirmed by the Senate

It was made clear by members of the
committed however that no criticism of
any possible appointment of President
Taft was intended The Presidents views
have always bun that ho would not make

recess appointment to the Supreme
Court

In view then of the necessity for a full
bench in October In order that cor-
poration oasee may be reargued at an
early date as possible it was thought
that all things considered it would be
better for Mr Moody immediately to avail
Mmself of the privilege contained In
act and tender his resignation at once

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BIG QUAKE NOTED

Shocks of Unusual Magnitude Reg

istered on the Seismograph-

An earthquake of unusual magnitude
was reoorded early yesterday morning by
the seismographs at Georgetown Uni-
versity the Weather Bureau and the
Coast and Geodetic Survey at Chelten
ham Md

According to Prof Marvin of the
Weather Bureau the duration was two
odd threequarter hours the quake being
estimated from 2000 to 5000 miles from
Washington

Rev Francis A Tondorf in charge of
the Georgetown University observatory
declared the quake was one of the
severest ever registered here and prob-
ably located on the northern coast of
South America or at sea

The Cheltenham observatory seismo
graph indicated that the quake must be
somewhere in the Mediterranean Sea

The shocks were first recorded at
Georgetown at 145 a m followed by
two heavy shocks at 159 to 202 and
from 292 to 205 their directions being

east to west The tremors did not
end until 411 a m

Similar shocks were noted at various
observatories throughout thb country
the one at Harvard University register-
Ing heavily Shocks were also reported-
at Cleveland St Louis Albany N Y
and Madrid Spain
