and as it was customary At the time to
have the patronage of some member of
the nobility Chambers got the Marquis
of Quoensberry to permit his name to
be used as the author of the rules The
Marquis of Queensborry GroG In 1900

Prior to the adoption of these rules
all fights were governed by what were
known as the London prizo ring rules
which permitted wre llng and other
forms of roughing not t oratod now
adays Under them a round Qp y ended
when one of the fighters was either

10 to 6 I can give people either end they
desire Heretofore I have not made any
forecast as to what would ba tho legiti-
mate betting at the ring side but I am
inclined to think at 10 to C the price has
settled to its true form-
