Fires Three Shots Into JIb Own
Breni lUnrequlted Love Cause of
Double Tragedy Victim Secured
Divorce to Marry Prlnm Donna

Stuttgart Germany June 2S Dr Aloys
Obrist the famous musical conductor
forced his way Into the apartment of
Anna Sutter a court singer noted for
her beauty and vocal accomplishments-
and shot and killed her He then fired
the remaining bullets Into his breast

Obrist visited Fraulein Sutters fiat at
10 oclock this morning carrying a largo
bouquet A maid servant told him her
mistress was In bed and could not see
him Obrlst replied that he could not

I wait and must see Fraulein Sutter He
pushed the girl aside and went to the
bedroom Fraulein Sutter was asleep
Obrlst did not awaken her but fired
two shots from a revolver at her the
bullots penetrating her breast

Curried Two llevolvero
The woman gave a scream half rose

and thon sank back on dead
Ohrlst fired three shotsmto his own
breast and died Instantly A second
loaded revolver was found in one of his
pockets

Fraulein Sutter is variously stated to
have been between thirtyfive and forty
one years old She was born in Switzer-
land She was a great popular prima
donna had an extraordinarily varied re
pertoire and was otherwise accomplished
Her male admirers were many She was
not married but was the mother of two
children who usually accompanied her
in her walks

Obrist was fortytwo years old He
was appointed chief conductor in 1896
and soon became enamored of

who apparently did not discourage
him Whoa he left Stuttgart three years
ago he obtained Fraulein Suiters prom
ise to marry him if he were able to di-
vorce his wife He returned to Stuttgart
last September having the meantime
obtained a divorce and the ful-
fillment or the promise

Inflamed with Jealousy
It is sta d that Fraulein Sutter had

found a more attractive lover in a young
opera rinper and that she rebuffed Obrist
whose desire for her was thereby In-

flamed His unwelcome attentions became
publicly noticed Finally Jealously and
despair impelled him to murder and sui
cideHe

had resigned his conductorsbip to
become a musical critic for a local news-
paper He had a great musical reputa
tion and was probably the greatest Ger
man authority on historical musical in-

struments He was chairman of the com-
mittee that is editing Liszts works and
conducted the royal opera here in 1307 and
190S

should be subject to the same laws as
other property of the kind belonging to
private individuals

Alexandria To June 29 Michael A
Nolen a tramp indicted for the killing of
Robert Murphy Jr of this city was con-

victed of manslaughter by a Jury in the
Circuit Court for Alexandria County at

The trial was begun yesterday morning
and closing arguments were made this
morning The case was given to the jury
about noon today and the jury delib-

erated about three and onehalf hours
during which time they had dinner The
opening argument for the prosecution
was made by Attorney Samuel G Brent
of this city He was followed by Attor-
neys William H Gaines and William C

representing the defendant The
case was Josed toy Common

wealths Attorney Crandal Mackey
Murphy was killed in a field west of

this city June 17 by being stabbed in the
throat by Nolen He claimed that he
had been assaulted first with a gun in
the hands of Murphy Immediately
afterward Nolen surrendered himself to
the police of this city His indictment
and trial rapidly followed

All efforts to apprehend William Eg
gloton the negro under sentence to serve
two years in the State penitentiary for
grand larceny who made his escape from
Jail at 730 oclock this morning after
knocking Warden William Candler
the head and also striking the wardens
wife who came to his assistance have
proved unavailing

As a result of his encounter with the
negro Warden Candler received a slight
abrasion on the back of the head His
wife was bruised as a result of the blow
on the arm and slightly scratched
Otherwise she seriously

The negro at the time was in
ridor Mr Candler was passing through
to the big door at the went end lead-
Ing to the hallway of the Jail While
his back was turned to unlock the door
Eggleston picked up a stout stick and
struck the warden a stunning blow over
the back of the head which temporarily
dazed him Mr Chandler with
the negro The scuffle Mrs
Candler who came to her husbands as
sistance Then a fierce strug-
gle In which Mr his wife and
t je negro participated lasting for throe
minutes With a powerful lurch the negro
released himself from the clutches of
the warden and almost instantly was
free having a distance of not more than
ten feet to the street Close on the
negros heels followed Warden Candler
who after going a distance of less than
half a block from the Jail fired
shots in rapid succession at the
negro neither of which took effect The
warden then returned quickly to the jail
fearing other prisoners several of whom
are waiting to be conveyed to the peni-
tentiary might make their escape
