officer if the tribunal from 1353 to 1910

When President Cleveland sent his
name to the Senate on April 30 1SS8 for
confirmation a Chief Justice Mr Fuller
was practically unknown except in the
State of his adoption and to members of

legal profession In Maine where he
born on February 11 1833 he had

been known aa a wellbehaved scholarly
lad He had gone to Bowdoln College
and there won most of the prizes for
elocution He had gen to Harvard Law
School for one year

Begins Law Practice
Finally he blossomed forth a lawyer

and politician of a highminded sort In
his native city of Augusta He became
associate editor on a Democratic paper
called the Ate and about the same time
wAs elected president of the city council
and then city solicitor Soon thereafter
ho loft Maine for the greater opportuni-
ties of life In Chicago
