Boston, July 12.—Ljeut. Alexander L.
Pfitzner, of Hammondsport N. Y., who
has been experfgnenting at the Herring-

for some time, is believed to have com-
mitted suicide by jumping into the ocean
from a row boat off Marbelhead to-day.

In an empty boat was found wearing
apparel that was his property and also
his revolver.

Informa-
tion was secured which showed that he
had gone out rowing.

In addition to the clothing there was a
note in the boat, asking the finder to re-
turn it to its rightful ewner.
