She stood at the door of her little sub-
urban home, looked across the grecn
flelds, and said a bit discontentedly to
her vigitor: “T would love to study bird
life, but, instead, I have to give special
food every two hours to this ybungster,”
and her hand rested on the curly head of
& two-year-old child by her side.

She was plainly dissatisfled with her
lot. Her days and weeks and months
pagsed in what seemed to her the doing
of trivial, humble tasks, and she longed
for what she thought were better things.

But was this work so trivial and hum-
ble compared with bird study, or flower
study, - or whatever study she might
choose to take up merely as a pastime?
True, it seem monotonous and akin to
drudgery. Doing mechanically the samsa
tasks over again, day in and out, was
certainly not so Interesting the way she
regarded them, not so full of color or iife
as studying the birds or flowers, But let
her-look ahead to the years. Through these
very monotonous tasks the child at her
side will grow 'nto a healthy, happy girl,
full of love for the mother who has so
carefully watcaed and cared for her.
Contrast wnat that girl will bring into
the mother’'s life in ths years to come
with the results of bird study. Looking
ahead thus, to the fruit of one’s labors
there would be little question as to which
to choose. :

Study the subject, outside interests of
any Kkind, are 10t to be decried for the
busy mother. She should have all these
she can. The home is better for {t. But
if it comes to a choice between these and
the plain duties of her home life, she

ghould take a long look abead a&s to just

what each will bring her. /All discontent
with her seemingly monoténous work will
vanish, Its frultags 18 so full of joy
that even the glimpse of it she gets in
anticipation brings some of its gold into
her vresent lot.

Not only should the dissatisfied home-
seeker take occasionally this long look
ahead, but it will pay any discontented
worker to do so. And If she sees nothing
that will bring satsfaction in the years
to come, then, plainly, she is not in her
right work. There should be always
something to work to—some better posi-
tion, some promotion that will necessi-
tate the use of greater and greater abil-
ity, the saving of money that will mean
pleasure and competence in old age. If
there is nothing to refiect & glow of con-
tent and satisfaction on what she is do-
ing now, then she shoflld carefully study
the problem of some work that will. S8uch
work there is for each person, something
which no matter how dull and monot-
onous it may seem &t the present mo-
ment, will in perspective show certain
quaitities that yield satisfaction and con-
tent.

Not only to bring satisfaction with
one's present work shouid one take this
long look ahead occasionally, but it is

‘well to do so to discern if frultage of

one's laber s worth while, There is
such a thing as “dlvine discontent."” The
discontent some workers feel may be
the needed incentive to seek flelds that
will better use their ability and yield
greater happiness, A long look ahead
wiil show whether the work you are do-
ing will bring the fullest measure of fu-
ture happiness or not
