HORNET MAY SAIL
WITH AMMUNITION

Government Will Not De-
tain Yacht.

The Federal government has declined
to detain the yacht Hornet, which was
formerly in the navy, at New Orleans,
where she has been loaded with a cargo
of arms and ammunition consigned to
the Estrada faction at Bluefields.

The question was laid before the De-
partment of Commerce and Labor late
yesterday afternoon by the collector of
customs at New Orleans, who reported
| the facts to the department. He said she
|had a stock of arms and ammunition
(on board, but that there was no evidence
| to indicate that the shipment constituted
| “an expedition” within the meaning of
| the neutrality law.
| In such cases the State Department
has taken the attitude that an “‘exporta-
tion" of arms and ammunition was a
| legitimate act of commerce, whereas the
{ fitting out of an armed “expedition” in
an American port would be a violation
| of the neutrality laws. In view of the
j fact that the collector at New Orleans
held that there was no evidence to prove
that the Hornet was an “expedition,”
there was no other course possible but to
allow her to clear.

* The Hornet was sold by the Navy De-
partment about two weeks ago to Nathan
Stern, of New Orleans, for $,100.
