LOCAL FINANCIAL GOSSIP.

Trading on the Washington Stock Ex-
change yesterday was in larger volume
than for several weeks previously. Some
of the brokers who have been away on
their outings have returned, and were ot
the meeting of the exchange yesterday
with orders to buy.

Lanston was the leader in the busi-
ness of the day, selling about ninety
chares at 82 to 821-2. One broker was the
taker, with two cthers providing the
ghares, at a slight advance above previ-
ous figures.

Uniteq States Trust was in demand,
about forty shares selling at 115. Mer-
genthaler was firm at 216, and Capital
Traction sold a fractional lot at 127

Gas commanded 721-2 to 73, but the
supply of the stock was limited to fif-
teen shares.

The Pennsylvania Railroad has adopt-
ed a new passenger rate schedule in the
State of Pennsylvania.

Following Is a message from Philadel-
phia announcing the change:

“Passenger fares on the Philadelphia,
Baltimore and Washington Rallroad,
which heretofore were not on a basis of
21-2 cents a mile, were Increased to con-
form to that rate at midnight last night.

“No announcement was given by the
Pennsylvania Railroad Company of this
inerease. The only notice sent out was
to agents, and that not until yesterday
morping. Some of the agents declared
that the fare changes would be general
throughout the State. At Broad street
station no information was vouchsafed
by any one except the ticket agent at
the window where transportation over the
Philadelphia, Baltimore and Washington
Railroad's lines are sold. All that he
would say was that at midnight tickets
to all statlons to which the rate had not
been 21-2 rems would be charged for at
that rate.”

The plans of the Chesapeake Bay Navl-
gation Company to bring Washington and

Baltimore within five-hour service be-
tween Cambridge and Oxford, on the
Eastern Shore, is rapidly approaching

completion, and it is expected that the
initial trip of the company's steamer,
idler, will take place within a few days.
The plan of the new company is to run
a line of fast steamers bhetween Cam-
bridge and Oxford to Annapolls, where
connection will be made with the Wash-
ington, Baltimore and Annapolis Electric
Railway Company.

TREASURY SHOWS SOURPLUS

Tariff Law Brings Big Increase in
Annual Receipts.

Revenue from Corporation Tax Shert
Only $207,000 of Amounts
First Assessed.

The - Treasury Department issued a
statement yesterday showing that the sur-
plus of ordinary receipts over the ordi-
nary disbursements during the first full
yvear under the Payne-Aldrich tariff law
amount to $20,214,028.66.

The total receipt 1e government for
the year were $77580,816.01. 'Of this
amount $329,117,20811 was from customs.
This includes the corporation tax callec-
tion, without which there would have
been a deficit of nearly $1,000,000. The
following ig the statement issued by the
Treasury Department:

“The ordinary receipts for the first full
vear of the new tariff lJaw were greater
by almost $15,000,000 than the ordinary re-
ceipts during the fiscal year 1907, when
the total was $663.125,685.92. The fiscal year
of 1907 was the banner year in point of
receipts, ftg total havirg exceeded that
of any other year in the history of the
government by almost $60,000,000. Hence,
the Payne-Aldrich law produced in Its
first year a revenue greater by $75, 000,000
than the sum collected in any other year
of our national life, except the yvear 1807.

“It is interesting to note that the reve-
nue derived from the corporation tax
feature of the tariff law was $27,099,934, a
sum only $207,000 less than the amount as-
sessed,
