stocks The only inspiration the market
could have derived from the days news
was from reports effecting corn and cot
ton the two crops which are now watched
with by far the greatest Interests The
tenor of these reports wu altogether fa
vorable

Rains west of the Mississippi maintain
ed or increased the improvement made to
the corn crop since the first 9f the month
and In the South conditions which had
been reflected In strength In the cotton
options in previous days of the week were
remedied to a considerable extent by
more suitable weather

Corn and Cotton
Both the corn and the cotton options

for the new crop months were decidedly
weak As the closing day or the week
thus indicated an improvement in the
crops so statistics available today show-
ed a healthy increase In the movement of
the crops to market Those statistics
prepared by the American Railway Asso-
ciation showed a decrease of 28009 in the
number Of Idle cars on the railroads of
this country and Canada more than half
the decrease being due to a greater em-
ployment of box cars In the movement of
the crops

As had been expected the bank atato

which is sunk Into the sand Neverthe-
less in spite of its living in a tube the
parchment worm is not sluggish or in-

active as might be supposed As long
as the tube is under water and the an-

imal is undisturbed it usually keeps a
current of water traversing the tube
And the reason for this is that water
serves the double purpose of operating
the tube and of bringing in the food
supply which the worm extracts from
the sea water

As I have said the study of this worm
is generally conceded to hold forth great
possibilities although its embryology or
Its development from the egg to the
mature creature has already been en-

tirely worked out
The special object which I have in

mind this summer is to construct largo
size models of the worm to be placed-
on exhibitios in the American Museum
of Natural History of Now York Owing-
to the nature of these worms preserva-
tion in alcohol is unsatisfactory and
such specimens give very little
idea of the coloring and formation of this
living worm For this reason we intend
to build this summer a view of the typi
cal sea bottom at Woods Hole with the
characteristic worm life represented on

enlarged scale but as nearly as
possible true to nature

What do we look forward to as the
outcome of observing these worms THa
first thing of course Is to note in them
the beginning of organs that wo ourselves
possess in a highly specialized form
Then again In the development of these
worms we note functions that we cannot
see in higher animals
