The board of arbitration of the ama-
teur baseball commission of the District
of Columbia decided against the Aloysius
club after the protest of the Churchmen
against the awarding of the pennant to
the Cornell Company team had been dis-
cussed for hours In executive session.

All three points which the Churchmen
tried to establish by their evidence sub-
mitted were not sustained, and the Cor-
nell Company was not only vindicated
of the charge made by the Aloysius club
that ineligible men had been used. but
the protest of Manager Corneil in regard
to the playing of Lynch with Aloysius
was sustained, and
he participated were declared forfeited

By the findings of the board, the Cor-
nell team is not oniy declared the winner
of the championship In the Capital City

League, but the Paperhangers are re-
lieved of the many charges preferred
against them by their rivals for first

place in the North Capitol street league.

It was found that Moran, Byrd, and
Norris, of Cornell Company, were eligi-
ble to play, and had filed their releases
and walited the three days before playing
with the Capital City Leaguers, as pro-
vided In the constitution of the commis-
sion; that Manager Cornell was not re-
sponsible for the fight with Jack Carr,
and that this matter had been attended
to in the Capital City League, and ihere-
fore it was unnecessary for the board to
take action in the matter, and that the
failure to finish out the season in the
Capital City League was no more the
fault of Manager Cornell than it was of

the cther managers and the president of
the league.

The offictal decision of the board In re-
gard to the protest of the Aloysius club
is as follows:

“The Aloyslus Club, of the Capita] City
League, protests against the award of
the pennant to the club of the Cornell
Company on the ground of ineligibility of
players Moran, Byrd, and Norris because
of their having played in three leagues
under the organization ' of the amateur
baseball commission.
