“I know that baseball is a business,
and that the object of the owners is pri-
marily to make possibly
cherish a secondary purpose
their patrons, but such a purpose is not
conspicuous. In fact, the methods em-
ployed do not seem to reach the helght of
intelligent selfishness even, for surely the
better the patrons are pleased, the more
freely will they contribute to the gate
receipts,

“l. No arrangement is made for sale
of tickets of any kind at convenient
places down town, and patrons must walit
in line to purchase tickets at the grounds.
This is very exasperating, and in case of
busy men often resuits in the missing of
half an inning of the game. And as a
matter of fact the ticket sellers in the
booths appear to be rather inefficlent and
hopelessly slow in making change.

*3. Very, very often the games are
commenced five or ten minutes, or even
more, aheaq of the advertised time. This
is absolutely unfair to the latecomers,
and ig, in fact, a breach of contract.

3. The games this summer have never
begun later than 4 o'clock, although in
previous seasons they began In midsum-
mer at 4:30, to the great convenience of
department clerks, who have to draw on
their precious “annual leave” as well as
to pay cash to see each game. In addl-
tion to this, once every week or two the
game begins at 3 o'clock “to catch a
train,” as if the convenience of the play-
ers rather than of the patrons were the
end in view. The earlier hours may en-
tirely suit the bankers and brokers and
real estate men who throng the pass-
gate, but they are disastrous to the de-
partment clerks, who, I suppose, though
I am not sure, are the men who in the
main support the game here,

“4. Some years ago ladies were admit-
ted free on Tuesdays and Fridays. Part
of last year this courtesy was extended
one day a week, ‘This year—no, nary,
none, not one! Now, the object of a free
day was always, no doubt, to increase
the Interest in the game, to advertise,
and to attract new adherents, and thus
