Sufficient Materinl for Speculation
is Provided by Government Crop
Keport, Copper Producers’ Monthiy
Report, and the Malntenance of
DBank ¢f England Discounts.

New York, Sept. §.-Sufficient material
for speculation was provided to-day by
the government crop report, the monthly
report of the Copper Producars’ Astocia-
tion, and the maintenance of the Bank
of England discount rate at 2 per cent,
but relevant as were these davelopments
upon values, they altogether failed to
arouse the etock market from its leth-
argy.

Transactlons in the ordinarily inactive
industrials were of professional origin, as
were practically all the other saies, an
attack upon minor industrials being nat-
urally stimulated by yesterday's abrupt
break in American Hide and Leather pre-
ferred, That stock was again weak to-
day, selling down to 19 and closing with
& net loss of 3% points, and its weakness
was soon followed by a brisk decline In
the International Paper shares and by
an attack upon other industrials, until
at the close there were such losses In
these shares as 2 points in International
Paper common, 5 in International Paper
preferred, 2% in New York Alr Brake,
1% In Amerlcan Ice, and 1% in Amerlcan
Canming preferred
