Some Pertinent Thoughts in Conneo~

tion with Forest Denundlsation,

“Shall the Nation Take Thought for the
| Morrow.?" is a time article by Francis
Perry Elliott In the North American Re-
view for August, on the denudation of
the forests, the Federal ocentrol of the
“range,” and elliad matters. He gives
some interesting figures and faots:

“Since the United States went into the

land business, more- than two blillon
acres continént have been aco-
\111‘*91 for saie and disposal. All that wn
left Is a small remnant reserved
e homes for the settler. We have
163,600,000 acres In national forests, and,
exclusive of Alaska, an unappropriated
domalin of 36,873,787 acres. This is the
last of the natlon's public lands. The
public lands have ever been a skining
target for some adventurous game. Many
are the schemes deviously and adroitly

disguised as enterprises for the public

on this

weal which the Congress has had to
resolutely confront and thwart in recent
years. We have grown wise from sad

experience In the past The West need
have no apprehensicn of the East ig the
matter of the conssrvation of cur natural
resources, nor need the East cherish ap-
prehension that the West is not aaxious
and capable in conserving conditions for
its citzens of to-day as well as posterity.
Western penplo"are the only >nes directly
in touch with our national forests. They,
more than all othe:s in the land, are in-
terested in preserving the foresis for the
purposes originally contemplated by the
public and the Congress—namely, conser-
vation of timber growta and *he protece
tion of watersheds, t is my oHbserva-
tion in the West that this orig aul pur-
pose_is universally popular anong all
classes: therefore, it would seem that the
real responsibllity for succias of the In-
stitution of national forests rests ma!nly
in wise administration.  Shall the na‘ioa
take thought for the morrow?”
