Decline Is Followed by

Strength in Market

MOST LEADERS CLOSE HIGHER

Certain Amount of Improvement I
Making1 It cU F l In Iron and
Steel BuHlnesB Cull Loans Ate Be
lug Renewed nt Lower Hates Ear-

lier Plans Now Being Out

New York Oct 4 For reasons perfect-
ly familiar to habitual and professional
operators in the stock market people In
Wall street who regard the stock mar-
ket exclusively from a peculatlve point
of view were almost universally in
dined this morning to look for a

decline in security prices
They based their Judgment of course

upon the well understood theory of
daily actions and reactions which not
infrequently upon the second day of the
week after a strong stock market in the
few days immediately preceding calls
for a moderate recession In values due
mostly to speculative profitinklne

Decline Drought About
Such realizing sales were indeed pres-

ent In the days stock market in full
accord of with the general anticipation
thereof and by the close of the first
hour of business they had brought about
declines averaging a point and perhaps-
a little more from the highest prices
touched at the recent upward movement
Then however the market came to a
dead stop The selling pressure seemed-
to entirely disappear and transactions
for several houra were made at sub
stantially unchanged figures

Toward the close of the day the
advance in the market was resumed

and the leading1 stocks closed as a rule
slightly higher than they did yesterday-
the fact proving to the minds of many
that the prevailing tendencyy of the
market was still In the same main di-

rection that it has followed In the last
two months

Specific strength was shown today in
the Amalgamated Copper American
Smelting and Refining Westinghouse
Electric and General Electric stocks
based upon stories which appeared to bo
well founded that copper consumption
end the general business of nil the par-
ticular companies named Is enlarging It
was also admitted today in authoritative
quarters that a certain amount of im
provement is making Itself felt in the
Iron and steel business

Money Tronlilea Over
Doubtless the real factor of influence

which hold the stock market strong to
day dftsplte the large volume of reali-
zation that admittedly took place was
the appearance of further pronounced
indications that money troubles are over
for this year always assuming that
financial speculation keeps within reason
able bounds are to play no part in the
history of the season from now on to
January 1

Call the stock exchange were
renewed at 234 per cont and the rate
therefore fell steadily throughout the
rest of the day Discount rates were
easier today not only here but in Lon-
don Berlin and Amsterdam and the
probabilities gather each hour that the
true characterization of the money situa-
tion is that it is exhibiting to the fun
the wholesome and effective pepwations
made earlier in the year to benefit the
money situation at this tlmoA
