months ago a number of officers of tho
army organized a pronunciamento and
seized the supreme power establishing
in office a cabinet of their
sittoa Their intentions at the outset at
any rate were good Their object was
to ac0mpiih what the King out of re-

spect for his plighted word had declined-
to namely to reform the entire ad-

ministration and political system of the
country abolishing abuses and corrup-
tion Unfortunately they permitted per-
sonal Jealousies and sentiments of re-

venge for real or Imagined slights to
bias their judgment and among other
pieces of highhaadod despotism In which
they indulged was to force the cabinet-
to exact of the King the removal of his
sons from their command in the army
and in the navy

Indeed the King was required to in-

sist that the crown prince and Prince
George should leave the for a
time and reside abroad

Again King George who is a mann of
large private fortune and no longer in
the best of health wished to abdicate
resenting bitterly the affront placed upon
him by the military dictators And
again he yielded to the urgent entreaties
of the great powers that he would re
main English French and Russian men
oar lying almost permanently in the
harbor of Pireus in order to insure his
safety awl that of those of his family
who remained by his side

Military League Fulls
The Military League devoid of any

constructive power failed to accomplish
any one of the many reforms which It

had pledged Itself to bring about and in
course of time became an object of such
popular execration and so by in-

ternecine jealousies and
ambitions that it came to grief When-
it itself doomed it however had
the sense to realize that matters could
not remain as they were or revert to
what they had been and accordingly en-
