HISTORY RECALLED-

It seems a coincidence that during the
recent strike riots at Berlin the brother-
of the Kaiser Prlnee Henry should be
on a visit to England for In 1 8 the
brother of tho sovereign of Prussia was
also Englands guest during the reign of
terror In the city by the Spree

But of course there Is a difference In
fact a very great difference in these
two visits for Prlne Henry visited King
Georgo as his boyhood chum and the
two had a fine time together at Balmoral
all of September and part of October
while In IMS the brother of Frederick
William IV of Prussia had to flee
life to escape the vengeance of the in-

furiated citizens whoso anger he had
aroused by his divineright tactics at
Berlin

Who would have predicted In those
critical days that the very same Wilhelm
Pains von Preuasen the heir presump
tlve to the throne his brother Friedrlclt
Wilhelm IV being childless would lator
rule over Prussia as King light those
historic wars under Bismarcks tutelage
which raised Prussia to the first power
among the German states that at Ver-
sailles he would place the Imperial Ger-
man crown upon his head and leave a
united Germany to his son poor Our
Fritz who as Frederick HI reigned
only a few months when a merciful death
freed him from his dreadful sufferings
and to his grandson the present Kaiser

When in ISM and 1317 the ciUxdns of
some of the South German states rose
In revolt demanding government by con-

stitution those historic days as a re-

sult of which men like Carl Schuss
Franz Sig and a number of others had
to flee to Switzerland a republic then aa
now which sheltered political fugitives
and thence make their way under all
kinds of difficulties and persecutions dis-

guised to London and finally to Ameri-
ca the subjects of the King of Prussia
fell in line but peacefully and asked for
the same privilege

Frederic William at once promised
them a constitution He was a fair man
good hearted but of a week character
which ho bad inherited from his father
that kin whose lack of force of will
caused Prussia to be brought to the rim
of an abyss front which after years or
slavery under the yoke of the great Na-

poleon it peasants at last used it fired
by patriotic speeches of men like Stein
Gneisenau and other leaders who saw
their fatherland bleeding to death under
tb French lulL

Those simpleminded but loyal men of
the soil brought their scythes and plows
to the military depots had them
into swords and bullets and when or
ganixed fought that terrible battle of
nations at Leipaig where goaded to
desperation knowing that they were
fighting for house and home they inflict-
ed the first of a series of defeats upon
the hitherto invincible Napoleon

founded the Order of the Iron ere tar

The clouds were gathering fast The

the soldiery out and there was fatal

was guided by the spirit of his sainted
mother the immortal Queen Louise
who was driven Into an early grave by

the sufferings and Indignities heaped
upon her and her small children at the
hands of Napoleon for he replied to his
impulsive brother

plague the Gazette has boon the property-
of the government Originally a patent
was granted to some individual giving
him authority to produce the Gazette
which he published in own way re-

tained the proceeds but paid to the
government a stipulated sum every year
for the privilege Discounting slight mod-
ifications the same style af contract his
existed up to the present day

Now however the government has
made a radical change Instead of re-
ceiving from the printers a fixed sum
for the privilege of printing the Gazette
and allowing them to pocket the pro-
