RESCUED DURING HURRICANE

Crew of the Dark Mastorea Drought
to Ilalltniorc

Baltimore Oct 31 The crew of the
Norwegian bark Mastorea seventeen
men In all woro brought hero today
on the miter Juan from Jamaica They
were rescued luring the West Indian
hurricane a week ago yesterday by the
British bark River Platte and taken to
the island Their vessel which was
bound from Gulfport Miss to Buenos
Ayres WItS abandoned in a sinking

Tho members of tho crew of the Masto
rea went through a thrilling experience
Their vessel rapidly filling with water
the looks a mass of wreckage the life
boats disabled and a hurricane wind
hurling mountainous seas over tho dere-
lict the men had all but abandoned hope
when the River Platto was sighted When
she came near enough the crew of the
Mastorea embarked in their damaged
lifeboat which sank to the gunwales
sect was only kept afloat by the air tanks
Although the boat put away from the
Mastorea at noon it was 5 p m before
the lost man was safely aboard the River
Platte That they were saved at all Is
attributed to the oil on the water which
had been thrown overboard from the
ship in an effort to keep h r afloat as
long as possible Getting their rowboat
into the area covered by the oil the
River Platte wa able to get alongside
and the men were hauled to her deck by
a life line
