ALARMED AT DIX FORECASTS

Traders to Thinking Evening Up-

ProcesB Previous to Holiday

Now York Nov 7 There were over
Eunday two developments of consider-
able direct or Indirect financial interest
One of these was the announcement that
the Interstate Commerce Commission
had handed down a decision overruling
the protest nada long since to the ad
vanced tariff of freight rates promul
gated In the latter part Of lOS by most
of the Southern railway companies on
certain classes of commodities from Ohio
and Mississippi River points to Atlanta
and Birmingham

Only two members ot the commission
dissented from this Judgment and the
tearing of the incident was obvious
upon the pending application of the rail
way companies In general for higher
freight tariffs It was stated by the
commission that the case in question was
to be considered as a specific one and
that it was determined solely upon Its
individual merits

Nevertheless a good portion of specu
lative Wall street was convinced that
the news wag a prelude to favorable ac
tion by the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission later on upon the railway rate
Question as a whole

Smaller Estimates Given
Again there was published on Sunday

morning In two Journals that have been
strongly supporting the candidacy of Mr
Dix In the present State campaign esti
mates that their candidate would win at
the polls with from 35000 to 50000 ma
jority These figures It Is needless to
say were much less than have been
commonly considered likely Wall street
in particular has built Its hopes upon a
Democratic majority of not less than
100000 and the strong probability is that
a majority of loss than 60000 would not
be considered an over favorable financial
factor However the estimates as given

not productive of much effect to
day largely because the general feeling
was overwhelming that the figures stated
were altogether too low

The market was also disposed today
to regard as unimportant a violent de
line In foreign exchange which carried

sterling down to within threequarters of
a cent in the pound above the price at
which gold Imports could take place It
Is needles to say that imports of gold
at the moment would not be looked upon
as a bull argument In Wall street
becaube It would presumably Involve a
further advance in the Bank of England
discount rats with consequent general
financial unsettlement
