stocks professionally for their own account are finding that they lose money
if they Indulge In speculation either tot

trading altogether There is in fact no
speculation at all outalde of Union Pacificand Steel and the nm of tho market notonly does not follow the advance In

Would Hold Men Responsible for
Aots on Any Day

I was pleased to note in your issue of
November IS your comments upon the
decision of the Missouri Court of Appeals
against the St Louis Republic in its at-

tempt to collect charges for advertising
done on Sunday This decision emph-
asize some of the evils anti inconsisten-
cies of allowing laws to remain upon our
statute books which properly have no
place these Tha Inconsistency In this

it appears to me lies not so much
in the decision of the court as in the law
which seemed to warrant or call for such
a decision for the Sunday law of Mis

very plainly makes ordinary labor
on Sunday illegal It defines it to be a
misdemeanor The only alternative
within the bounds of law would have
been for the court to declare the law
unconstitutional

As you pointed the logic of this
decision would naturally lead to the con-
clusion that men are not to be hold re-
sponsible for what they do or for what
they contract to have done on Sunday
For my own part I have never been
able to see why front a olvll standpoint
honest labor business or trade on tfny
day should be treated by tho Stato as a
crime or why a contract made on Sun-
day should be void Are men not as re-
sponsible for their sets on Sunday as
on other days of the week Such a view
and especially if upheld by tho courts
would naturally encourage trickery ras-
cality and crime on that day Would
we think of freeing one guilty of mur-
der theft assault or arson simply be-
cause the act in question was committed-
on Sunday Why then should one who
signs a contract on Sunday or engages a
certain work to be performed on that day
be freed from the responsibility naturally
accompanying such acts Let Sunday be
a dies non to those who wish to do noth-
ing on that day but surely the State
cannot afford to discriminate between
days of the week and treat men as non
compos mentis one day In each week
Laws which Involve the State In such an
inconsistency should be repealed

Unless demented a man should be held
responsible for whatever he does of his
own tree will whenever done Sunday
laws are relies of ecclesiastical estab-
lishments and remnants of those bygone
days when church and state were wed
Rightfully they have no place upon our
statute books

A plain application of the American
and Christian principle of separation of
church and state would repeal every one
of them And the country and religion
itself would be none the worse off as the

Prettiest Girl In Naples Crowned
with Ceremony

Prom the Chicago Daily News
On account of the cholera the

of Naples where the inhabitants
practically live on fruit and vegetables
during summer prohibited the charac-
teristic feast of Pedlgrotta a festival of
the Virgin It was originally a pagan
rite resembling the saturnalia but since
1SW It has been celebrated with great
magnificence In memory of the victory of
Charles in over the AustrIans at Vol
letrl in mi

This feast which war formerly the
greatest in Naples has now become
chiefly a night affair celebrated in an
uproarious manner in and around the
grotto of Poslllpo

The prefect of Naples ordered all the
wino shops to be closed during the night
and strong detachments of police and
soldiers were stationed to disperse the
crowds in case the Neapolitans unheed
ing the prohibition assembled near the
grotto of Poslllpo Tho precautions taken
were however useless as tine order of

prefect was Implicitly obeyed anSI the j

fetust was not celebrated
But the Neapolitans were not to be de-

prived of their annual merrymaking and
instead of the usual pageants which
characterized the festival they organized
a novel show thus Incidentally Institut-
ing a new annual festival Following the
example of Paris the Neapolitans every
year select her queen of the sea The
election IB undertaken according to
Lain rules and is quite Impartial

Twelve candidates one from each dls-
trict of the city are selected and the
prettiest one among them Is elected
queen while all tho others arc appointed
her of honor The queen Is

and crowned with a great deal
of ceremony escorted by her maids of
honor she parades the streets presides
at a banquet and attends a festival or-
ganized for the occasion finally she
takes part in n great parade on the sea
seated bn a throne erected on a galley
decorated with flowers and flags

This year the fetes In connection with
the queen of the sea were substituted for
tho festival of Pedlgrotta as the queen
of Genoa and the queen of Paris attend-
ed by their respective courts in-
