Georgetown Defeats Lehigh to 3 in Hardfought
Battle Before Big Holiday Crowd

Georgetown added the finishing touches-

to one of the most successful gridiron
seasons in the history of the institution
when the Blue and Gray triumphed over
tho big husky Lehigh team yesterday
by the scant margin of three points a
touchdown against a goal from the IbId

As In the battle against the V M I
cadets last Saturday Co tello the plucky
little quarter back was Georgetowns
hero It was Costellos 80yard run
through the entire Lehighs team In the
second period hat made victory possible
although the closunoss of the score does
not begin to show how completely the
visitors wore outplayed-

At least live times during the conflict
the Hllltoppers had the ball within strik-
ing distance of LehIghs goal line Four
drop kicks wont wide of the mark and a
costly fumble on the visitors 5yard line
paved the way for their only score as
Dunn grabbed the ball and dashed nearly
the length of the Held before ho was
snagged from behind by Carter

Costello dropkicked a perfect field goal
after Lehigh had scored In tho opening
period but the umpire discovered a
Georgetown man holding and the points
could not be credited Another of Cos
tellos attempts mlssod one of the up-
rights by six inches

Georgetown Best Ground Gainer
A review of the game shows that the

HJHtoppers gained nearly five times as
much ground on rushes and running back
kicks than did Lehigh In fact the Both
lehemltee attack was completely smoth-
ered by the Hllltoppers defense

There were two Dunns in the game and
both of them distinguished themselves
Jimmy Dunn the Georgetown half back
put up the beat article of football he has
shown here this season while the Le
high Dunn was also very much in evi
deuce

How Costello was able to take his place
in the Georgetown lineup is almost a
mystery During practice last Monday
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Lehigh chose to defend the south goal
and Wymard opened the game by booting
the leather to Dobbins on the 20yard
line who brought the oval back 10 yards
before being tackled by Costello On the
flrst scrimmage Price Lehighs plucky
quarter back attempted a forward pass
but the ball tall short on its way to
Rouse the ball being brought back and
put In play from where It was thrown
Harwig booted the leather to Dunn who
wa downed by Woods after making 5
yards on the Siyard line but Lehigh
was penalized 18 yards for interfering
with the end Dobbins failed to gain
through center nnd Dunn met with
equal success on a smash into left tackle
forcing Harwig to kick Carrigan re-

ceived the ball for Georgetown but was
downed before he could bring the leather-

Costello was really in no fit shape to
play and all things considered his ex-
hibition was simply maholous

Skip Wymard was another man who
should have been on tlio side lines He
has been suffering from a bad attack of

oharley horse for the past week but
insisted on going into the game yester-
day His crippled condition caused his
punting to be off color

Lehigh easily outweighed the home

team both In the lino and in the back-
field Conch Bosey Roller the old
Princeton star looked for an easy vic-
tory and to say that he was disappointed
would bo putting It mildly

Lehigh may possibly have gone a bt
stale after Its big gamo with Lafayette
as there was unmistakable signs of
lack of power in the attacks of the
Brown and White aggregation George
town had been admirably coached in
Lehighs style of attack and the visi-
tors tricks were easily smeared

There was very little now style foot
ball in evidence Lehigh pulled off one
very pretty forward pass while George
town wns content to send their backs
