 ADVERTISING TALKS.

WRITTEN BY WILLIAM C. FREEMAN.

Last week I visited A PUB-
LISHERone of the-publishers
who accépts these advertising
talks because they are in line
with his policy—just as they are
in line with the policies of all
other publishers who print them.

I have known in a gcn’eral way
how PUBLISHERS ARE
GUARDING THE INTER-
ESTS OF THEIR READERS
l,\ refuling to print untrust-
vorthy advertisements, but I
never realized the extent to
which publishers are going in
this line until my visit to this
particular publisher,

He forbids the use of his name
because he says he does not want
a qnld medal pinned to his coat
lapel just because he is trying to
do his d‘lt'\.

He showed me in closets in his
office all sorts of things that he
had bought for the purpose of
analysis. There were bottles of
pickles and ketchup, all sorts of
candies, wines, &c.—all of which
had been analyzed and found to
be impure,

The manufacturers of these
articles have all been told the
facts and have been advised that
they cannot advertise in his news-
paper,

In a scrapbook which he keeps
for his own information are past-
ed proofs of advertisements that
have been rejected because they
are not the kind he will permit to
go before the readers of his pub-

lication,

He does not show this book to
parade his. virtues, but he does
show it to fllustrate how hard it
is to sift the wheat from the
chaff, because many of the adver-
tisements, on their face, look all
right, but THEY COU LD NOT
CHECK UP ON INVESTIGA-
TION.

The publisher has found that
occasionally advertisements have
been specially written for his pub-
lication—written so cleverly that
they appeared genuine. But the
system he has in his office gen-
erally detects these pretenders to
mtegnt\~and their advertise-
ments are refused.

While I was in the publisher's
office the advertising director of
a big firm dropped in. He told
me that this same publisher had
once upon a time sent him a no-
tice, notwithstanding he was
spending with him about $100,-
000 a year, to the following ei-
tect:

“Your grocery department \e.
CROOKED. STRAIGHTEN
IT OUT.”

The firm, instead of resenting
the message and stopping adver-
tising, “STRAIGHTENED IT
OUT,” selling only articles that
are GUARANTEED TO BE
PURE.

Aren't ALL STRAIGHT AD-
VERTISERS BENEFITED by
the attitude of this publisher?
And the number of honest ad-
vertisers is very great, because
his paper is filled to the muzzle
with advertising.
