NOT TO SHUT DOWN

Industry Undergoing Little
Change at Present Time.

New York, Dec. 6—Judge E. H. Gary,
chairman of the United States Steel
Corporation, discussed conditions in the
fron and steel industry to-day with con-
siderable freedom. The occasion for
Judge Gary's remarks was a rumor that
the stee] corporation had laid off 20,000
men or was about to do so, and that the
plant at Gary, supposedly the best
equipped In the world, was soon to be
shu: down.

These reports Mr. Gary emphatically
denied, explaining, however, that such
erroneous prophecies might arise natural-
ly enough from his own recent stat-
ment that the corporation was running
in the nelghborhood of 50 per cent ca-
pacity.

In answer to a query as to the effect
upon labor of the curtailment in steel
production, Judge Gary said that at this

time last year the corporation in its
employ about 215,000 men, whe now
it has only about 185,000 or 199,000, The
last figures were compiled in August

gince which time there has been prac-
tically no change in the number of men
employed.

To clear up the question of the cor-
 poration’s productive capacity and fHts
usuai booking of orders, Mr. Gary offered
the following . data:

“When the corporation was first
formed. it produced about 22,000 tons a
day. At the present time it is turning
out about 42,000 tons daily. Cqotempor-
ary booking figures reflect, of course, a
state of the stee] and iron trade which
is not by any means the best on record.

“In August daily bookings were about
20,000 tons, In September there was a
slight but significant improvement with
2000 tons booked. The October figures
of 2,70 show still further expansion,
while in November there was marked ad-
vance to 24000 a dayg That tonnage
represents practically per cent of ca-
pacity.”

LONDON LANDMARK TO GO

sacrifice to the wreckers is to be “ Ye
Olde Whyte Harte,” which stands at
the Holborn end of Drury Lane, and

whose claim to be the oldest tavern in
the metropolis has passed unchallenged.
The ancient sign over the doorway of

the wunpretentious building bears the
words “Established 12727
Records in the RBritish Museum tell

that the “Whyte Harte” stood in Drury
Lane a century before a certain tour-
nament wasg held by Riehard II in
Smithfieid in 1380, The tavern is then
recorded as laving stood on the edge
of Mary-le-bone Forest, where roamed
the wild boar and the red deer.

Nell Gwynn was born in the vicin-
ity, while Jack Sheppard and Jona-
than Wild were one-time residents in
{ the neighborhocd. It was in an ad-
{ joining thoroughfare that Wild estab-
| lished his famous academy for train.
ing thieves, it being recorded that in
Macklin street “he equippsd 40 high-
waymen, 1580 footpads, 160 housebreakers,
88 shoplifters, and 162 pickpockets.” It
aleo iz conmended that it was in this tav-
ern that the two Frenchmen who brought
the plague from Holland in 1664 found

hospitality.
