Mr La Parse says that Miss Barnes
was for years his fathers confidential
secretary and looked after the business
matters connected with his work John
La Parses estate consists largely of his
artistic property and personal effects
This property must be sold to satisfy the
claims against the estate which amount
nearly to its to l value Under these cir
cumatances says C G La Parge his
father realizing in making his will that
tho dispose of his effects should bo in
the hands of Miss Barnes who it more
familiar with them and with the business
involved than any member of tho Le
Fargo family
