Attorsey General and Specinl Counm-

That the Supreme Court of the United
States phould hold  the Standerd Odl
Company of New Jersey to be an un-
lawful combinution in restraint of trade
because the States have so held it under
their antl-trust statutes Is the argument
put forward by Attorney General Wick-
ersham and Special Counse]l Kellogg sml
Beverance, in their supplemental brief
filed yesterdoy in support of their case
against the Standard.

" Government counsel also malntain that
Congress meant apply the act "o
cover any form or device employed to
hold together corporations or naturally

peting b estabiishments so as
o eliminate competition.” The decisions
of wvanuvus State courts declaring the
Standard Ol Company of New Jersey a
combination in viclation of State statules
were cited.  The stitutes under which
the Standard Ol Company was declared
an uwnlswful combipation in restradnt of
trade are declared to be “in effect as
rpplied o Intrastite commerce substan-
Ually the same s the Sherman act ap-
plied to intersmate commerce.”

The decigions of the States, in the view
of the Attorney General and the other
Bovernment counsel, “evince a great pub-
lie policy of this nation, which is a ma-
terlal consideration in this court” The

Tact was ndverted to that, under the
Blate statutes, the Standard and many
of Its conslituent corporations of this

combination were excluded from
States

Mas! Enforce Act,

The point is made that muny of the
States are enforring these statutes, and
“unless the Federal government enforces
the SBherman act ahall  have the
anomalous conditien of these greal com-
binations being held Invalld as to intra-
state commerce and excluded from the
States, while a# to interstate commerce
they may continie to do business under
the shield of Federa) authority.”

In every case¢e brought agoinst the
standurd Oli in any of the States under
Anti-trust statutes the combination has
been held to be Invalid, savs the govenr-
ment's counsel,

Strese i= Jaid upon the decision of the
Ransar State courts in the matter of the
State against the Internationn] Harvester
Company. It was found thers thag If a
decree expelled the defendant from the
State the farmers could not buy harvest-
Ing machines. Therefore it breame neces-
sary to limit the decree so that it merely
annuls certain contradcts,

"'I‘_he foregoing case {llustrates the ne-
rémsity for action by the Federa] govern-
ment,” says the Attorney General. “Here

itiong, or conspiracies in
de, nnd that a person has
fa competing business, and
that the incldental restraint, which Bors
with thiz purchase, cinnot be prohibited
y Congress. The Attorney Genernl mnd
nssociates dlsmissed thizs contention
by the statement thut It is the same kind

of argument thal was urged in the
Northern Securithes ense, In which the
court held to the contrary. The g.vern-
ment’s counsel insist that the status of
the Stapdard Ol Company of New Jer-

=¥ presents exacily the same situation
as the Northern S ittes case.
Caonet Be Evaded.

The Attorney General and his assoc)-
ates contend that the anti-trust act can-
not he evaded in the way suggested by
the Standlard rmeyE, or it {8 of no
valie whatever, “for it would be an
casy matter to get the stockholders of all
1he competing corporntions in any branch

of Industry in America to turn their
stock over to trustees for Lhe purpose of
dividing it among thim in order to make
them common owners, as a preliminary
¥lep o g combinat . In fact, the
transfer 0 a corporation and recelpt of
tha: corporition’'s stock Is in effect

nothing more than this™

The government's brief takes exception
te the statement of the counsel for the
Standard Ol Company that the share-
holders were not the same In 1579, 1852,
and 159, and shows that the ghareholders
in the various corporations that placed
their stock in the of 1578 were thir-
ty-seven in number, of whom only five
Wwere stockholders of the original Stand-
ard Oll of Ohlo, In 15882 the number had
Increased to forty-two, but in 1852 §t had
dropped to seventeen,

The brief of the government recites
the difficulties experienced in tr¥ing tn
get the lists of shareholders of the
Standard Oil Company. The refusal of |
Rockefeller and Archbold to produce the
books is reciled, and the statement i
made, referring to the testimony of Mr.
Rockefeller, that when he sald “he had
not been the custodinn of the papers for
more than thirty years™ It was a mere
technical evasion,

The brief of the
charges that “it is perfectly evident
from this record that every possible
megns to cover up the transaction and
the list of stockholders during this Tigui-
dation period was resorted to by the do-
fendants and thelr counsel.”

ARGUMENTS BEGIN
IN TOBACCO CASE

Continued from Page One.

gisted of two cises. Ome was that of the
government, appellant, va. the American
Tobaceo Company and others, and the
other, that of the American Tobacco
Company and others, appellants, vs. the
government. Nelther the government
nor the American Tobacco Company Was
satiafled with the deciston of the Clreult
Court for the Southern district of New
York, though the decision on the whole
was & declled vietory for the govern-
ment.

Attorney General Wickersham, In re-
viewing the findings’ of the New York
court, made objections to portions of the
decistm,. It was his contention that the
petition filed by the government should
not have been dismissed by the court as
concerning the individuals, and that the
court wrongfully dismissed the petition
as tn the Imperial Tobaceo Company,
the British-American Tobacco Company,
and domestic corporations controlied by
the latter, on the ground that every act
done iy pursuannce of the contracts ef-
fected between English and Amerfcan
compantes in September, 1502, within the
United States, should have been declared
unlawtul. Further, it was vontemded by
Mr. Wickersham that the government's
petition as to the alleged participation
aof the United Cigar Stores Company
should not have been dismissed by the
lower court. And finally, he deciared,
the decree of the court was incomples
in that the defendants were not  ad-
judged parties to uniawful contracts und
conspiracies.

Many Concerna Involved,

That the case Is one of the largest with
which the Department of Justice has had
te deal within the past few years can be
gathersd from the standpoint of the cap-
ital of the companies involved. There
ure sixty-five corporations defendants,
the largest elght of which have a cap-
ital of more than $00,000.000, Most of the
companies were lpcorporated in New Jer-
sev, two are In Great Britain,

The corporations, with their capital,
are: The American Tobacco Company,
$115,9851. 500 Imperia] Tobacco Company, of
Great Britaln, $0,000000; Huvana Tobaceo
Company, $£55.000,000; the American Snouft
Company, §£5.000,000; American Clgar Com-
puny, £9,000,00; American Stogie Come-
pany, SILS5.0; MacAndrews & Forhes
Company, §.000000, and the United Clgar
Stores Company, 516050, All of these

are charged by the government with be-
ing parties to contracts, agresmenis, com-
binations, and conspiracies in restraint

of interstate and forelgn commerce in to-
bacco and lts products

The magnitude of the American tobacco
buginess may be judged from the fact
that In this country SN0000,000 pounds ot
the weed are grown annpually, The
manufacture of this, in addition™ tp the
Importations of tobacco, its manufarture
into various forms, and the sale of its
privlucts, constitutes an enormous busi-
ness

1t wies James B. Duke and severnl other
tobuces kings who, in 1580, organized the

original American Tobaceo Company. The
story of how that company has fought its
way Into the control of the greater shure
of the tobacco business of the vountry in
less than two decades, beating down its
rivals, |s one of the romances of American
industrial history. It was done, fn the
L ange of Attorney General Wicker-
sm_ by *duress nnd wicked and unfair
et hods”

To this charge, however, the American
Tobacco Company took exception, as weil
as to other charges angninst (v in restralng
of trade and poly. It admitted the
organimmtion of varfous companies, the
purchass by them of plants and, buosi.
nesses, and the general unifientlon of
tobacco interestz through consolidations
and acquisitions of stock. Strong denial,
however, was made of any intent on the
part of the American Tobacco Company
to destroy competition or o sequire a
monopoly of the tobacco business of the
United States or Great Hritain. Tt was
declared that no purchase was made to
remove the competition of another brand
of tobacco other than the American To-
bacco Company was selling, buy  that
factorfes and busines=es weére bought for
investment. with & view of their present
and ultimate profitablenesx, all, it was
stnied, being permitied by State char-
ters where the wvarious corporations
known as the Amerlcan Tobacco Com-
pany were Incorporated,

Varioas Companies Preserved,

It was further declared in court thut
the various companies, a majority of schose
stock Iz helg by some other company,
are cither condocted as branches of the
owner, the separnts organizitfon being
presarved for tho trade purposes, or that
they are managed by minority stock-
holders and are controlled by and In ac-
tive competition with the owning com-
panies, and with each other, ang that
interstate and foreign commerce conse-
quently had not been restrained or mo-
nopolized.

On February 1, 136, a motion wax made
by the government in the United Siates
Supremw Court to advance the case for
hearing. Argument was sel  for  Oc-
tober 11, 1300, and on that date the case
was reassigned for hearing December I35,
1%, Owing to the large number of chses
before the court, the case wns again
rensgigned for January I, 00, when L
wns laid before the coart. In the fol-
lowing April the court, of its own mo-
tion, restored the case to the docket to
he reargued. The cases then went over
until the fall of 190

The death of Justice Brewer and Chier
Justice Fuller and the resignation of
Justice Moody caused another postpone-
ment of the case until the President
could fill the vacancies. Justice Harlan,
acting as Chief Jusiice, announced that
the Supreame Court would hear the argu-
ment= in the case on January 3, 171L

It 1= doubtful if there hns besn & cnso
before the court since the Northern Se-
curities case in which more Intense in-
terest has heen manifested In business
and tinancial cireles. On the decislon in
this case and that of the Stndard Of
case depends to a great extent the
course of the Federal government with
respect to pmsecutions of alleged illegal
corporations and ths course of Congress
with yrespect to legislation for the con-
trul of all corporations.
