The annals of the llteraU in prison

present no better example than is fur-

nished. In Hugo Grotius. the Dutch pub-

licist, who had been sentenced by his
government for life, but escaped by an
ingenious method, assisted by his wife
and a maid servant.

Grotius was arable statesman, and one
of the nlost extensively learned among
the Hollanders of his day. He was a
profound theologiai., a distinguished
scholar, an acute philosopher, a judicious
historian, and a splendid jurist. Is ft any
wonder that a man sp endowed should
sooner or later find himself in trouble
in the resUess period in which be lived,

When Grotius was only a little more
than thirty years old. with Barneveldt
and Ledenberg, two others whose names
form a considerable part of Holland his-

tory, he entered actively into
strifes that had a poliUcal significance
as welL They were subsequently arrested.
Barneveldt was beheaded, and Grotius
was sentenced to imprisonment for life
in the castle of Loevenstein

In spite of the fact that the comman-
dant of the fortress made the prisoner's
situation as hateful as he could make it,
vet Mme. Grotius was allowed access to
her husband, and was privileged to cook
for him.

Thus shut up in a prison, and debarred
from physical exercise, which his robust
body demanded. Grotius procured a huge
top which he employed himself in whip-
ping several hours a day.

But his friends had not forgotten him.
Some of the most learned men of the
country were allowed to correspond with
him, and the celebrated Orientalist,

sent him. from time to time, a
large chest of books. From these books
he still further added to his store of
knowledge, and to employ bis active brain

PRESIDENT URGES

FORTIFIED CANAL

Presents Views in
Message to Congress.

President Taft sent a special message
to Congress estcrday. urging an appro
priation of $3,000,000 for the beginning of
work on the proposed Panama Canal for
tifications. The President forwarded to
Congress a rev ised report by 'the special
board of army and navy officers appoint
cd to consider the question of proper de-

fenses for the canal. This board now
proposes fortifications to cost only

instead of $19.1X0,000. which was
its estimate last summer. The reduc
tion has been brought about through
instructions by the President to reduce
the estimate to "the lowest point con
sistent with a secure defense for the
canal."

Under the revised plans of the board
of army and navy officers, there has been
a reduction of approximately 15 per cent
in the amount of armament proposed, as
compared with the former report. There
has been a redistribution -- and greater
concentration of the proposed garrisons;
the adoption of more economical types
of quarters and emplacements than those
outlined in the former report.

The board recommends the construction
of permanent field works for the defense
of the canal and fortifications against
land attacks by raiding parties. It be--,

lieves that these 'should be completed
by the time the canal Is opened. A per
manent garrison is recommended, to be
composed in time of peace of twelve com-

At first the trunk wast
carefully searched, but it was found toj
contain only Heorew, Greek, and Latin!
folios, this vigilance finally ceased. Byj
curling himself very closely, Grotius!
found that he coull ;ust lie in the trunki
with the cover closed. Very secretly hel
many times rehearsed the scheme.

When tne day came for the trunk tol
be returned with the books previously)
sent, for a new invoice, it was Grotius!
himself who occupied it, and it was ac-- 1

companied by his maid, with the key in!
her possession as usual. Thus he es-
caped, and his absence was not discov-
ered for some time. Mme. Grotius was)
held prisoner as an accomplice, but she!
was finally released. Grotius fled tot
France, and from there to various Euro-- j
pean countries. He pined, however, for
his native land, and as he had gained!
permission to return, he started for home.!
But en route, he died at Rostock, in the)
sixty-secon- d jear of his age.
